If a power failure occurs or the main power s turned off during operation, “Auto restart function” sets
automatically to start operating in the same mode as the one set with the remote controller just before the shutoff of the main
power.

+ [f the unit was set to off with the remote controller before the shutoff of the main power, it will remain stopped even after
the main power Is turned on.

* [f the unit was in the emergency operation before the shutoff of the main power, it will start operation, when main power
comes on, in the same mode as the one set with the remote controller before the emergency operation.
