 4.1 Introduction to Patient Selection Screen
Patient  Selection  screen  displays  the  list  of  patients  for  the  day  and  includes  several  buttons 
needed  for  performing  specific  tasks.  This  is  the  first  screen  that  appears  after  you  login  to 
VistaTrak™.

Along  with  the  basic  patient 
information this screen displays the examination information, dosage information and details of the 
last dosage administered to the patient. 

To access  patient summary screen
