3.WAN port: This RJ45 port is where you will
connect the DSL/cable modem, or Ethernet
line.

4.LAN ports (1-3): Connect your laptop or
desktop computers in your network to any of
these RJ4S Ethernet ports

5.WPS/Reset: Press this button for about one
second to enable WPS encryption. Press this
button for about seven seconds to restore the
device to ts factory default values

6. WiFi: Push this button to enable or disable

your wireless connection.

Hardware installation

1. Power off your PC, cable/DSL modem and
the router

2.Find the optimum location for the router:
The best place s usually at the center of your
wireless network with the antennas in the
upright position

3.Connect one end of the supplied power
adapter to the AC input jack located on the
rear panel of the router; before plugging the
other end to a standard electrical wall outlet.

4.Connect your network devices to the LAN
ports of the rauter. Then using an Ethernet
cable, connect your modem to the WAN port
in order to gain internet access.

1.Log into the router by accessing the web
base utility. To do so, in the browser's
address field enter the default address
http://192.168.0.1

2.1n this stage, the wireless router web
interface will come up. The system will
then prompt you to enter the default
password. Type admin and then click Login
to continue.
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3.Next, the Basic Settings page will be displayed.
In this window, you will be prompted to select
the Access method, which will depend on the
type of connection offered by your existing
Internet Service Provider (ISP): PPoE, for
dialup or Dynamic IP for other broadband
connections. By default, the device is set to
Dynamic IP.
