To begin using your A6210 WiFi USB adapter, follow these instructions.

To set up your adapter:

1. Insert the resource CD in your computer CD drive.

The Welcome screen displays.

* Not connected to the Internet. If you are not connected to the Internet,
click the Install from CD button. The Welcome screen displays.

4. To accept the license agreement, click the | agree radio button and then
click the Next button.

A message displays asking you to wait while software is installed. After a
few minutes, NETGEAR genie prompts you to insert your adapter.
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Insert the wireless USB adapter into a USB port on your computer.

If you remove your adapter, NETGEAR genie is not available, so the icon does
not display. When you insert the adapter again, the icon returns.
