Troubleshooting & Support

Problem - Vehicle does not move or moves slowly.

- Make certain there are fresh batteries in the transmitter and that they have been
installed in the correct position.

- Are the (+) and (~) markings on the batteries in the same position as the (+) and (-)
markings in the Transmitter Battery Compartment?

- Has the Battery Pack been installed in the vehicle?

- Has the rechargeable Battery Pack been fully charged? o

- Are the (+) and (-) markings on the Battery Pack in the same position as the (+)
and (-) markings in the Battery Compartment?

- Are the metal contact tabs touching, rusty or dirty in the transmitter?

- Make certain that the vehicie ON/OFF switch is in the “ON” position.

Problem - Vehicle moves by itself or exhibits reduced range from the transmitter.
