*Install the batteries in the controller.

(This product operates only with size "AA" "UM3" "R6"alkaline batteries. If you use man-
ganese or other types of batteries, the nickel metal hydride battery built into the vehicle
may not be recharged fully. Be sure to use ONLY alkaline dry cell batteries.)

*Be careful not to let your fingers, hair or clothes get caught in the tire. (DO NOT turn
the power switch ON while the vehicle is still in your hands.)

<Ifthe alkaline batteries are used improperly, they may become heated, explode, ignite,

Maintenance and Care

If the becomes dirty, use a slightly dampened cloth to wipe off the dirt and filth. Then use
a dry cloth to wipe of the moisture. You can also use a small brush to remove filth from
intricate parts.

To remove dust particles, tie a small bit of cloth to the tip of a toothpick, tweezers, etc. and
wipe off.
