This section explains things you must
know to record onto a disc. Read it
before attempting to record.

Should a power failure occur or
should the AC cord plug be discon-
nected while recording, editing, ini-
tializing, finalizing or any other func-
tion, the program being recorded will
be lost or the disc may not be play-
able. Manufacturer can not guaran-
tee against loss of program or disc
should this occur.
