Dolby Digital

This is a method of coding digital signals developed by Dolby
Laboratories.

HDMI (High-Definition Multimedia Interface)

HDMI is a next-generation digital interface for consumer elaectronic products.
Unlike conventional connactions, it transmits uncempressed digital video
and audio signals on a single cable. This unit supports high-definition video
output (720p, 1080i, 1080} from the HDMI AV QUT terminal.

JPEG (Joint Photographic Experts Group}

This is a systemn used for compressing/decoding color still pictures. The
benefit of JPEG is less deterioration in picture quality considering the
degree of compression.

WMA (Windows Media™ Audio)

WMA is a compression format developed by Microsoft Corporation. It
achieves the same sound quality as MP3 with a file size that is smaller
than that of MP3,
