Phone setup

Removing or installing the back cover

Installing the micro-SIM card
You must insert your SIM card to make phone calls.

Place the SIM card with the chip facing downwards and slide it into its
housing. Make sure that it is correctly inserted.To remove the SIM card, press
and slide it out.

Important: To avoid damage fo the phone, please use the standard micro-
SIM card included in the box.

Installing a microSD card (not included)

Place the microSD card with the chip facing downwards and slide it into its
housing. Make sure that it is correctly inserted. To remove the microSD card,
press and slide it out.
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Note: Some applications may require a microSD card to work normally or
fo store data. Therefore, it is ecommended that you keep a microSD card
installed and not remove or replace it randomly.



Charging the battery

Your phone’s battery should have enough power for the phone to turn on,
find a signal, and make a few calls. You should fully charge the battery as
soon as possible.

When the battery is low, a low-battery warning icon will pop-up on the
screen.

If the battery is extremely low, you may be unable fo power on the phone
even when it is being charged. In this case, fry again after charging the
phone for at least 10 minutes. Contact customer service if you sfill cannot
power on the phone after prolonged charging.

1. Insert the charger’s connector into the charging port. Be sure to insert the
connector in the correct orientation. Do not force the connector info the
port.

2. Plug the charger into a standard AC wall outlet.

3. When the battery is fully charged, unplug the charger and disconnect it
from the phone.

Warning! Use only ALCATEL-approved chargers and cables.The use of
unapproved accessories could damage your phone.

Affempting fo remove the battery could result in injury and will void your
warranty.

Do not aftempt to disassemble, damage, alter or remove battery from device.

Extending the battery life

Active applications, screen brightness levels, Bluetooth and Wi-Fi usage, and
GPS functionality can drain your battery. You can follow the helpful fips below
fo conserve your battery power:

* Reduce the screen backlight time.
+ Lower the screen brightness.
» Turn auto-sync, Wi-Fi, and Bluetooth off when noft in use.

+ Disable the GPS function when not in use. Most applications using this
function will periodically query the GPS satellites for your current location;
each query drains your battery.

Powering your phone on/off

Make sure the micro-SIM card is in your phone and the battery is charged.
» Press and hold the Power key to power on your phone.

+ To power it off, press and hold the Power key to open the options menu.
Tap Power off.



Setting up your phone for the first time

Follow the steps below o set up your phone for the first fime or after factory
reset:

Switching fo Sleep Mode

To save battery power, Sleep Mode suspends your phone in a low-power-
consumption state while the display is off. Your phone also goes into Sleep
Mode by itself when the display is automatically turned off after a certain
period of time, which you can set by fapping ::: > Settings > Display >
Sleep from the home screen.

Fixed Dialling Numbers

Fixed dialing number (FDN) is a SIM service mode, where outgoing calls are
restricted to a set of phone numbers.These numbers are added fo the FDN
list. The most common practical application of FDN is for parents fo restrict
the phone numbers to which their children can dial. For security reasons,
you'll be prompted to enable FDN by entering SIM PIN2 which is usually
acquired from your service provider or SIM maker.

Service Dialling Numbers
You can place a call from the SDN list.

TTY mode

TTY mode enables people who are deaf, hard of hearing, or speech-
impaired to use the felephone to communicate, by allowing them to type
fext messages.

Hearing aids

Hearing aid mode can be used by people who are deaf, hard of hearing,
or speech-impaired. Affer connecting the phone and hearing aid device,
calls are linked fo a relay service, which converts incoming speech to text
for the person using the hearing aid and converts outgoing text from the
hearing aid device to a spoken voice for the person on the other end of the
conversation.
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DTMF Tones

Dual Tone Multi-Frequency, or DTMF is a method for instructing a telephone
switching system of the telephone number to be dialed, or to issue
commands fo switching systems or related telephony equipment. Touch to
enable DTMF tones.

Call forwarding
Touch to configure how your calls are forwarded when you are busy, unable
fo answer, or unavailable.

Additional settings

e Caller ID: Touch fo use default operator settings to display your number
in outgoing calls.

* Call waiting: Mark the check box to notify you of new incoming calls
during a call.
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Contacts

You can add contacts on your phone and synchronize them with the
contacts in your Google account or other accounts that support contact
syncing.

To see your confacts, tap G on the home screen. From there, you can tap
the tabs on the top to quickly switch to FAVORITES or ALL CONTACTS.

Importing and exporting contacts

You can import/export contacts from/to your micro-SIM card, phone storage,

or microSDHC card. This is especially useful when you need to fransfer
contfacts between different devices. You can also quickly share your contacts
using Bluetooth, Email, Messaging, efc.

Available options will depend on the applications and services installed.

Connecting to a Wi-Fi network

you'll need fo enter a password.

Adding a Wi-Fi network

You can add a Wi-Fi network if the network does not broadcast its name

Electrostatic discharge (ESD)

Do not touch the micro-SIM card’s metal connectors.
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Antenna
Do not touch the antenna unnecessarily.

Normal use position

When placing or receiving a phone call, hold your phone to your ear, with
the bottom foward your mouth.

Air bags

Do not place a phone in the area over an air bag or in the air bag
deployment area as an airbag inflates with greaf force and serious injury
could result.

Store the phone safely before driving your vehicle.

Seizures/blackouts

The phone can produce a bright or flashing light. A small percentage of
people may be susceptible to blackouts or seizures (even if they have never
had one before) when exposed to flashing lights or light patterns such as
when playing games or watching video. If you have experienced seizures
or blackouts or have a family history of such occurrences, please consult a
physician.

Repetlitive strain injuries

To minimize the risk of Repetitive Strain Injury (RSI) when texting or playing
games with your phone:

+ Do not grip the phone too tightly.

+ Press the keys lightly.
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+ Use the special features that are designed to minimize the times of
pressing buttons, such as Message Templates and Predictive Text.

Emergency calls

Accessories
Use only approved accessories.
Do not connect with incompatible products or accessories.

Take care not to fouch or allow metal objects, such as coins or key rings, to
contact or short-circuit in the battery ferminals.
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Connection fo a car

Seek professional advice when connecting a phone interface to the vehicle
electrical system.

Faulty and damaged products

Do not attempt to disassemble the phone or its accessories.

Only qualified personnel can service or repair the phone or its accessories.

If your phone (or its accessories) has been submerged in water, punctured,
or subjected fo a severe fall, do not use it until you have taken it o be
checked at an authorized service center.

Interference

General statement on interference

Care must be taken when using the phone in close proximity to personal
medical devices, such as pacemakers and hearing aids.

Pacemakers
Pacemaker manufacturers recommend that a minimum separation of

6 inches (15 cm) be maintained between a mobile phone and a
pacemaker fo avoid potential interference with the pacemaker. To achieve

this, use the phone on the opposite ear fo your pacemaker and do not carry

it in a breast pocket.
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Hearing aids
People with hearing aids or other cochlear implants may experience
interference noise when using wireless devices or when one is nearby.

The level of interference will depend on the type of hearing device and the
distance from the inferference source, increasing the separation between
them may reduce the inferference. You may also consult your hearing aid
manufacturer to discuss alternatives.

Medical devices

Please consult your doctor and the device manufacturer o determine if
using your phone may interfere with the operation of your medical device.
Hospitals

Switch off your wireless device when requested to do so in hospitals, clinics,
or health care facilities. These requests are designed to prevent possible
interference with sensitive medical equipment.

Aircraft

Switch off your wireless device whenever you are instructed fo do so by
airport or airline staff.

Consult the airline staff about the use of wireless devices on board the
aircraft. If your device offers a ‘flight mode’, this must be enabled prior to
boarding an aircraft.
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Interference in cars

Please note that because of possible inferference fo electronic equipment,
some vehicle manufacturers forbid the use of mobile phones in their
vehicles unless a hands-free kit with an external antenna is included in the
installation.

Explosive environments

Gas stations and explosive atmospheres

In locations with potentially explosive atmospheres, obey all posted signs fo
furn off wireless devices such as your phone or other radio equipment.

Areas with potentially explosive atmospheres include fueling areas, below
decks on boats, fuel or chemical transfer or storage facilities, and areas
where the air contains chemicals or particles, such as grain, dust, or metal
powders.

Blasting caps and areas

Power off your mobile phone or wireless device when in a blasting area or in
areas posted with power off “two-way radios” or “electronic devices” notices
fo avoid interfering with blasting operations.
