When you carry the keyless remote, you can
lockfuniock the doors and open the tailgate.

You can lock/unlock the doors within a radius

of about 80 cm (32 inches) of the outside door
handle.
¥ou can open the tailgate within about 80 cm
(32 inches) radius from the tailgate release
button.

If you do not open a door within 30 seconds of
unlocking the vehide, the doors will automatically
relock.



To open: Push the switch down.
To close: Pull the switch up.

Release the switch when the window reaches

To open: Press the UNLOCK button twice
within 10 seconds and hold it down for the
second time.

To dose: Press the LOCK button twice within

10 seconds and hold it down for the second
time.

If the windows stop midway, repeat the
procedure.

Emergency Engine Stop

If you cannat stop the engine by pressing the ENGINE START/STOP button, do
either of the following operations:

+ Press and hold the ENGINE START/STOP button for three seconds.

+ Firmly press the ENGINE START/STOP button thres times.

The steering wheel will not lock.
The power mode changes to VEHICLE OFF with the shift lever in [P], and to
ACCESSORY with the shift lever in any position other than [P].

Manual transmission models

Do not press the button while driving unless It Is
absolutely necessary for the engine to be switched
off.

Immobilizer System

The immabilizer system prevents a key that has not been pre-registered from
starting the engine. Each key contains electronic transmitters that use electronic
signals to verify the key.

Pay attention to the following when inserting the key into the ignition switch or

select the ACCESS0RY mode with the ENGINE START/STOP button®:

* Do not allow objects that emit strong radio waves near the ignition switch.

* Make sure the key is not covered by or touching a metal object.

+ Do not bring a key from another wehicle's immobilizer system near the ignition
switch or keyless remote.

Eimmaobilizer System

Leaving the ignition key In the vehicle can result in
theft or accidental movement of the wehicle. Always
take the Ignition key with you whenever you leave
the wehicle unattended.

If the system repeatedly does not recognize the
coding of your key, contact your dealer. If you have
lost your key and cannot start your engine, contact
your dealer.

Do not alter the system or add other devices to It
Doing so0 may damage the system and make your
vehicle Inoperable.

If the Keyless Remote Battery is Weak

If the beeper sounds, |E| appears on the multi-information display, the indicator on

the ENGINE START/STOP button flashes, and the engine won't start. Start the
engine as follows.

1. Touch the centre of the ENGINE START/
STOP button with the H logo on the keyless
remote while the indicator is flashing. The
buttons on the keyless remote should be
fading you.

#=The indicator flashes for about 30
seconds.

2. Depress the brake pedal (automatic
transmission) or clutch pedal (manual
transmizsion) and press the ENGINE
START/STOP button within 10 seconds
after the beeper sounds and the indicator
stays on.
