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Locking/Unlocking the Doors from the Outside

M Using the Remote Transmitter

M Locking the doors
Press the lock button.

P=The turn signal lights and indicators will
flash three times, all the doors and
tailgate will lock, and the security system
sets.

B Unlocking the doors
Press the unlock button.
Once:
P=The turn signal lights and indicators will
flash once, and the driver door unlocks.

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M Using the Keyless Access System*

When you carry the keyless remote, you can
lock/unlock the doors and open the tailgate.

You can lockfunlock the doors within a radius
of about 80 cm (32 inches) of the outside door
handle.
You can open the tailgate within about 80 cm
(32 inches) radius from the tailgate release
button.
M Locking the vehicle
Press the door lock button on the front door
or the tailgate.
P-The tumn signal lights and indicators flash
three times; all the doors and tailgate
lock and the security system sets.

BUsing the Keyless Access System *

* The driver must carry the keyless remote and not
leave It in the vehicle when you get out.

* A person who Is not carrying the keyless remote
can lock/unlock the doors If a person who Is
arrying It Is within range.

* |f you grip a front door handle wearing gioves, the
door sensor may be slow to respond or may not
respond by unlocking the doors.

* The door may be unlocked If the door handie is
covered with water In heavy rain or In a carwash if
the keyless remote Is within range.

* You cannot unlock the door by gripping the handle
after two seconds of lodking It.

* The door might not open If you pull it Immediately
after gripping the door handle. Grip the handle
again and confirm that the door Is unlocked before
pulling the handle.
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B Unlocking the vehicle
Grab the driver’s door handle:
P The driver's door unlocks.
P The turn signal lights and indicators flash
once.
Grab the front passenger's door handle or
press the tailgate release button:
P All the doors and tailgate unlock.
PThe turn signal lights and indicators flash
once.

BUsing the Keyless Access System*

* Even within the 80 cm (32 Inches) radius, you may
not be able to lock/unlock the doors with the
keyless remote If It s above or below the outside
handle.

* The keyless remote may not operate If Is too close
to the door and door glass.

If you do not open a door within 30 seconds of
unlocking the vehide, the doors will automatically
relock.

M Opening/Closing Windows without Auto-Open/Close Function

To open: Fush the switch down.
To dose: Pull the switch up.

Release the switch when the window reaches
the desired position.

M Opening/Closing Windows with the Remote*

To open: Press the UNLOCE button twice
within 10 seconds and hold it down for the
second time.

To cdose: Press the LOCK button twice within
10 seconds and hold it down far the second
time.

Starting the Engine

S 1. Make sure the parking brake is applied.

p—
, 2. Check that the shift lever is in [P], then
depress the brake pedal.
P Although it is possible to start the vehicle
in [N], it is safer to start it in [P].

2. Check that the shift lever is in [N]. Then
depress the brake pedal with your right
foot, and the clutch pedal with your left
foot.

P The clutch pedal must be fully depressed
to start the engine.

BiStarting the Engine

Keep your foot firmly on the brake pedal when
starting the engine.

Petrol models

The engine Is harder to start In cold weather and In
thinner air found at altitudes above 2,400 meters.

When starting the engine in cold weather, turn off all
electrical accessorles such as the lights, climate
control system, and rear demister In order to reduce
battery drain.

If exhaust system sounds abnormal or you can smell
exhaust gas Inside the vehicle, have your vehicle
checked by a dealer. There may be 3 problem with
the engine or exhaust system.

The iImmobilizer system protects your vehicke from theft.
If an iImproperly coded key (or other device) ks used, the
em%m’sﬁ:dsystnm 15 disabled.

M Stopping the Engine
You can turn the engine off when the vehicle is completely stopped.

Idle the engine for 10 seconds before turning off the engine.

1. Shift to [P].
2. Press the ENGINE START/STOP button.

 If the shift lever is in N, press the ENGINE START/STOP button.

» [f the shift lever is in any gear other than [N}, depress the clutch pedal, then press
the ENGINE START/STOP button.

B Starting the Engine

Bring the keyless remote dose to the ENGINE
START/ STOP button If the battery In the keyless
remote Is weak.

The engine may not start If the keyless remote Is
subjected to strong radic waves.

Do not need to hold the ENGINE START/ STOP
button to start the engine.

If the engine does not start, wait at least 10 seconds
before trying again.

Diesel models

When the ambient temperature Is extremely low, the
engine peak power may be restricted at starting the
engine. This is to help the fuel flow for the normal
engine operation.

Dieszl models

For proper lubrication, the engine must not be run
above fast idie speed until the oll pressure waming
Indicator goes off.
Avold harsh acceleration or labouring the engine
before the normal operating temperature has been
reached.
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Emergency Engine Stop

If you cannot stop the engine by pressing the ENGINE START/STOP button, do
either of the following operations:

» Press and hold the ENGINE START/STOP button for three seconds.

* Firmly press the ENGINE START/STOP button three times.

The steering wheel will not lock.
The power mode changes to VEHICLE OFF with the shift lever in [P], and to
ACCESSORY with the shift lever in any position other than [P].

Manual transmission models

The power mode changes to VEHICLE OFF.

B Emergency Engine Stop

Do not press the button while driving unless it Is
absolutely necessary for the engine to be switched
off.

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Immobilizer System

The immobilizer system prevents a key that has not been pre-registered from Bimmobillzer System

If the Keyless Remote Battery is Weak

If the beeper sounds, |E| appears on the multi-information display, the indicator on
the ENGINE START/STOP button flashes, and the engine won't start. Start the
engine as follows.

1. Touch the centre of the ENGINE START/
STOP button with the H logo on the keyless
remote while the indicator is flashing. The
buttons an the keyless remote should be
facing you.

#=The indicator flashes for about 30
seconds.

2. Depress the brake pedal (automatic
transmission) or clutch pedal (manual
transmission) and press the ENGINE
START/STOP button within 10 seconds
after the beeper sounds and the indicator
stays on.

I=If you don't depress the pedal, the mode
will change to ACCESSORY.
