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Installing Bluetooth Driver

Perform the following procedure after completing the first-time use operation (=~ Oper-
ating Instructions “First-time Operation™).

® When [Found New Hardware Wizard] is displayed, select [Cancel].

® <Only for models without the CD/DVD drive>
The CD/DVD drive (optional) is required. Install the driver for the CD/DVD drive
if necessary.

1 Place the Software for Bluetooth® V1.2 CD-ROM into the CD/DVD drive.
2 Input [d*:\Bluetooth Stack\setup.exe] in [start] - [Run] and select [OK].

Follow the on-screen instructions and install the driver.
*1“d” is the drive letter of the CD/DVD drive. Change this to match the drive letter on your

own computer.
3 Restart the computer.
4 Select [start] - [All Programs] - [Bluetooth] - [Bluetooth Settings].

Turning Bluetooth On/Off

To turn Bluetooth on/off, you need to install a Bluetooth Switch.

Using the Bluetooth Switch

@ Installing

If you have installed the Wireless Switch Utility (only for models with the Wireless Switch
Utility), uninstall it beforehand.

1 Place the Software for Bluetooth® V1.2 CD-ROM into the CD/DVD drive.

Input [d*2:\bluesw\setup.exe] in [start] - [Run] and select [OK].

Follow the on-screen instructions and install the Bluetooth Switch.
*2¢d” is the drive letter of the CD/DVD drive. Change this to match the drive letter on your
own computer.



@ Turning Bluetooth On/Off

® To turn Bluetooth off
Select f (blue icon) on the taskbar and select [Disable Bluetooth].

Select ’ (blue icon with red prohibition symbol) and select [Enable Bluetooth].
