Follow the outlined steps that should be taken first before using the P4100.

The package should contain the following items:

« Battery

* Adapter

It is recommended that you purchase the following accessories to use the P4100 in a safe and
convenient manner:

» USB data cable

« Earphone or headphone

* HDMI cable

* External memory card adaptor
* LCD protective film

« Protective case



1. Remove the battery cover by pressing and holding the latch and
sliding it up until it is detached from the body.

2. Insert the SIM/USIM card into the slot. Ensure that the gold contacts
of the card go against the metal contacts of the P4100.

3. Close the battery cover by sliding it up until you hear “click.”

Note It is recommended that you remove the battery cover with both hands since the P4100 is
relatively too big to handle with single hand.

About the SIM/USIM card

When you subscribe to the network operator, you receive the Subscriber Identity Module (SIM)
card or the Universal Subscriber Identity Module (USIM) card that contains your registration
information, PIN code and others. Please keep it secure and handle carefully. Do not bend,
scratch or expose it to moisture. Avoid static electricity.

About the microSD™ CARD

A microSD™ CARD is a removable flash memory card where you can save data. Save pictures
and contacts, and download applications to the SD card. You can expand the external memory
up to 32GB. It is recommended that you format the microSD™ CARD before using the P4100.

For more information on formatting the microSD™ CARD, refer to page xx.



1. Open the protective cover on the down side of the P4100 and connect the charger adapter
to the USB connector. Make sure to align the connector as indicated in the image.
Otherwise, the charging connector will be damaged and the battery will not be charged.

2. Plug in the charger adaptor to an electrical outlet. The battery starts to be charged.
3. Disconnect the charger from the P4100 when the battery is fully charged.

Note Make sure to charge the battery by connecting the P4100 to power using the charger
adaptor. If you connect the USB cable to the P4100, the battery will not be charged.



To turn on the P4100,

To lock the screen, press the LOCK/PWR key. It is recommended to lock the screen to protect
information in the P4100 and save the battery. If you want to have the P4100 locked
automatically in a predetermined time, refer to page xx for screen timeout.

Run an application or perform functions with the touch screen. The following finger actions help
you easily understand how to use the touch screen and the P4100.

* Tap: Touch an item with your finger once to access a menu or an option.
* Double tap: Tap an item twice with your finer.

« Drag: Tap and hold your finger on an item and move it without losing contact with the
screen.

* Flick: Place a finger on an empty space of the screen and move the screen up or down, or
left or right.

* Pinch: Place two fingers on the screen and move them apart to zoom in a picture, a
document or a web page, or move them together to zoom out.

* Select and tap: Tap an item in the list of options available.
