Turn on the data projector:  

1) Press [Power]. The projector will begin to warm up, which will take about 60 
seconds.  

2) Press [Power] twice to turn off.  

Adjust Volume: 

1) The volume dial on the speakers will control ALL your source materials. 
Laptop: 

1) Connect the VGA cable to your laptop 
2) Select [Input] and continue pressing to scroll through the source options un-

til your source image appears 
Blu-ray: 
1) Select [Input] until the source image appears 
2) Use the controls to navigate the media as needed 
Document Camera: 
1) Make sure the VGA is plugged into the BLUE VGA port on the document cam-

era. 
2) Select [Input] and continue pressing to scroll through the source options un-

til your source image appears 
3) Use controls on the camera to zoom in/out and focus. 
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
