START UP

1. Press the release button and REM OVE the clear DOME cover.

2. CAREFULLY LIFT OFF the PLASTIC blister SECURING THE CHARGING
UNIT and ANTENNA, AND REMOVE BOTH. CAREFULLY unscrew AND
REMOVE the vehicle from the PLASTIC blister.

3.Secure/ THREAD the antennalN THE ANTENNA HOLE LOCATED ON THE

CONTROLLER

4.Unscrew and REM OVE the battery COVERS on both the controller and THE charging
unit. INSERT 3“AAA” batteries (not included) into charger unit and 3 “AA” batteries
(not included) into controller of the battery compartments. Then REPL ACE the battery
COVERS and tighten the screws.

CHARGING THE VEHICLE

1.Place the vehicle on TOP OF the charging unit HOLDER, GENTLY BUT FIRMLY

PUSH THE VEHICLE INTO POSITION ON THEHOLDER.

2.Press the charging button and the charging LED indicator will turn on INDICATING
THE VHICLE ISCHARGING. The LED indicator will turn off when the vehicleis
fully charged (approx. 45 seconds).

PLEASE NOTE: a). If the batteriesinside the controller are low, the LED

light will becomedim or NOT LIGHT UP AT ALL, AND YOU WILL
NOT BE ABLE TO CHARGE THE VEHICLE. PLEASE REPLACE
THE BATTERIES.

b). Make surethe BATTERIESHAVE BEEN INSERTED

CORRECTLY (+ OR -) then preparing TO CHARGE THE VEHICLE.

¢). Rechargeabl e batteries may getting hot and dangerous if being continuously

recharged.

OPERATING THE VEHICLE:

1).Fully extend the CONTROLLER ANTENNA.

2).Pressthe forward and reverse buttons to make the vehicle move FORWARDS AND
BACKWARDS. FOR LEFT AND RIGHT TURNING, pressthe left and right buttons
respectively. PLEASE NOTE, the vehiclewill turn only when it is moving forwards or
backwards. AL SO NOTE, the operation light will turn on when the vehicleisin use.

3).Adjust thefinetune STEERING LEVER located under the vehicle to keep it moving

straight.

PLEASE NOTE: a)When operating the controller, please do not touch the antenna. As
control distance and the speed will both be AFFECTED.

b).If YOU NOTICE A REDUCTION IN SPEED AND CONTROL, PLEASE
