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Load batteries

 

Use two AA alkaline batteries. Change the batteries when the ready 

light does not glow, or if it takes longer than 20 seconds to glow.

To save battery power, the camera shuts off after each picture.

 

Tips

 

Light blue blotches or marks on the photo

 

• Shade camera from bright sunlight. 
• When pulling tab, pull straight and firmly. Do not stop.

 

Picture too dark

 

• Too far from subject or wrong setting.

 

Picture too light

 

• Too close to subject or wrong setting.
