KNOW YOUR UNIT

* Read your instruction manual carefully until
you completely understand and can follow
all warnings and safety rules before operat-
Ing the unit.

e Restrict unit to users who understand and
will follow all warnings and safety rules In
this manual.

A WARNING: Inspect area before start-

Ing unit. Remove all debris and hard objects
such as rocks, glass, wire, etc. that can rico-
chet, be thrown, or otherwise cause injury or
damage during operation.

Use your unit as a blower for:

e Sweeping debris or grass clippings from
driveways, sidewalks, patios, etc.

e Blowing grass clippings, straw, or leaves into
piles, around joints, or between bricks.

Use your unit as a vacuum for:

e Picking up dry matenal such as leaves,
grass, small twigs, and bits of paper.

e [orbestresults during vacuum use, operate
your unit at high speed.

¢ Move slowly back and forth over the mate-
rial as you vacuum. Avoid forcing the unit
Into apile of debris as this can clog the unit.

e Keep the vacuum tube about an inch above
the ground for best results.

PLAN AHEAD

e Always wear eye protection when operat-
Ing, servicing, or performing maintenance
on unit. Wearing eye protection will help to
prevent rocks or debris from being blown or
ricocheting into eyes and face which can
result in blindness and/or serious injury.
Eye protection should be marked Z87.

e Always wear foot protection. Do not go
barefoot or wear sandals.

e Always wear respirator or face mask when
working with unit in dusty environments.

e Secure hair above shoulder length. Secure
or remove jewelry, loose clothing, or cloth-
Ing with loosely hanging straps, ties, tas-
sels, etc. They can be caught in moving
parts.

e Do not operate unit when you aretired, ill, up-
set, or if you are under the influence of alco-
hol, drugs, or medication.

e Keep children, bystanders, and animals
away from work area a minimum of 30 feet
(10 meters) when starting or operating unit.
Do not point the blower nozzle in the direc-
tion of people or pets.

HANDLE FUEL WITH CAUTION, IT IS

HIGHLY FLAMMABLE

e Eliminate all sources of sparks or flame (in-
cluding smoking, open flames, or work that
can cause sparks) inthe areas where fuel is
mixed, poured, or stored.

¢ Mix and pour fuel in an outdoor area; store
fuel in a coal, dry, well ventilated place; use
an approved, marked container for all fuel
purposes.

¢ Do not smoke while handling fuel or while
operating the unit.

e Make sure the unit is properly assembled
and in good operating condition.

e Do not fill fuel tank while engine Is hot or
running.

e Avoid spilling fuel or oil. Wipe up fuel spills
before starting engine.

e Move at |east 10 feet (3 meters) away from
fuel and fueling site before starting engine.

e Always store gasoline in a container ap-
proved for flammable liquids.

OPERATE YOUR UNIT SAFELY
AWAHNING: Stop the engine before

opening the vacuum inlet door. The engine

must be stopped and the impeller blades no

longer turning to avoid serious injury from the
rotating blades.

e Inspect unit before each use for worn,
loose, missing, or damaged parts. Do not
use until unit is in proper working order.

e Keep outside surfaces free of oil and fuel.

e Never start or run engine inside a closed
room, building or other unventilated area.
Breathing exhaust fumes can Kill.

e [0 avold static electricity shock, do not
wear rubber gloves or any other insulated
gloves while operating unit.

e Do not set unit on any surface except a
clean, hard area while engine Is running.
Debris such as gravel, sand, dust, grass,
etc. could be picked up by the air intake and
thrown out through discharge opening,
damaging unit, property, or causing serious
Injury to bystanders or operator.

¢ Avoid dangerous environments. Donot use
In unventilated areas or where explosive
vapors or carbon monoxide build up could
be present.

e Donot overreach or use from unstable sur-
faces such as ladders, trees, steep slopes,
rooftops, etc. Keep firm footing and balance
at all times.

e Never place objects Inside the blower
tubes; always direct the blowing debris
away from people, animals, glass, and solid
objects such as trees, automobiles, walls,
etc. Theforce of air can cause rocks, dirt, or
sticks to be thrown or to ricochet which can
hurt people or animals, break glass, or
cause other damage.

¢ Never run unit without the proper equip-

ment attached. When using your unit as a
blower, always install blower tubes. When
using your unit as avacuum, always install
vacuum tubes and vacuum bag assembly.
Make sure vacuum bag assembly is com-
pletely zipped.

e Check air intake opening, blower tubes,

vacuum tubes, and elbow tube frequently,
always with engine stopped and spark
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plug disconnected. Keep vents and dis-
charge tubes free of debris which can ac-
cumulate and restrict proper air flow.

¢ Never place any object in the air intake
opening as this could restrict proper air flow
and cause damage to the unit.

¢ Never use for spreading chemicals, fertil-
Izers, or other substances which may con-
tain toxic materials.

e [0 avoid spreading fire, do not use near
leaf or brush fires, fireplaces, barbecue
pits, ashtrays, etc.

e Use only for jobs explained in this manual.

MAINTAIN YOUR UNIT PROPERLY

e Have all maintenance other than the rec-
ommended procedures described In the In-
struction manual performed by an autho-
rized service dealer.

e Disconnect spark plug before performing
maintenance except for carburetor adjust-
ments.

e Use only recommended Poulan PRO® re-
placement parts; use of any other parts
may void your warranty and cause damage
to your unit.

e Empty fuel tank before storing the unit. Use
up fuel left in carburetor by starting engine and
letting it run until it stops.

e Do not use any accessory or attachment
other than those recommended by manufac-
turer for use with your unit.

e Donot store the unit orfuel in a closed area
where fuel vapors can reach sparks or an
open flame from hot water heaters, electric
motors or switches, furnaces, etc.

e Store in a dry area out of reach of children.

SPECIAL NOTICE: Exposure to vibra-

tions through prolonged use of gasoline pow-
ered hand tools could cause blood vessel or
nerve damage in the fingers, hands, and
joints of people prone to circulation disorders
or abnormal swelling.

FUELING ENGINE

AWARNING: Remove fuel cap slowly

when refueling.

This engine is certifled to operate on
unleaded gasoline. Before operation,
gasoline must be mixed with a good quality
synthetic 2-cycle air-cooled engine ol
designed tobemixed at aratio of 40:1. Poulan
PRO® brand synthetic oll is recommended.
Mix gasoline and oll at aratio of 40:1. A 40:1
ratio Is obtained by mixing 3.2 ounces of oll
with 1 gallon of unleaded gasoline. DO NOT
USE automotive oil or boat oll. These oils will
cause engine damage. When mixing fuel,
follow instructions printed on container. Once
oll Is added to gasoline, shake container
momentarily to assure that the fuel is
thoroughly mixed. Always read and follow the
safety rules relating to fuel before fueling your
unit.

IMPORTANT

Experience indicates that alcohol blended
fuels (called gasohol or using ethanol or
methanol) can attract moisture which leads to
separation and formation of acids during
storage. Acidic gas can damage the fuel
system of an engine while in storage. Toavoid
engine problems, empty the fuel system
before storage for 30 days orlonger. Drain the
gastank, startthe engine andlet it run until the
fuel lines and carburetor are empty. Usefresh
fuel next season. Never use engine or
carburetor cleaner products in the fuel tank or
permanent damage may occur.

Cleaning the air filter:

A dirty air filter decreases engine perform-

ance and Increases fuel consumption and

harmful emissions. Always clean or replace
air filter after every 5 hours of operation or
yearly, whichever comes first.

1. Clean the cover and the area around it to
keep debris from falling into the carburetor
chamber when the cover is removed.

2. Remove parts as illustrated.

NOTE: Donot clean filter in gasoline or other

flammable solvent. Doing so can create afire

hazard or produce harmful evaporative emis-

sions.

3. Wash the filter in soap and water.

4. Allow filter to dry.

5. Apply a few drops of oil to the filter;
squeeze filter to distribute oll.

6. Replace parts.

REPLACE SPARK PLUG

Replace spark plug each year to ensure the

engine starts easier and runs better. Set

spark plug gap at 0.025 inch. Ignition timing is
fixed, nonadjustable.

1. Twist, then pull off spark plug boot.

2. Remove spark plug from cylinder and dis-
card.

3. Replace with Champion RCJ-6Y spark
plug and tighten securely with a 3/4 In.
socket wrench.

4. Reinstall the spark plug boot.



REPLACE FUEL FILTER

Toreplace fuel filter, drain unit by running it dry
of fuel, then remove fuel cap/retainer assem-
bly from tank. Pull filter from tank and remove
it fromthe fuel line. Install new fuel filter on fuel
line; reinstall parts.

CHECK MUFFLER MOUNTING

SCREWS

Once each year, ensure muffler mounting
screws are secure and tightened properly to
prevent damage.

CARBURETOR ADJUSTMENTS

to an an authorized service dealer. Damage
will occur if you turn the needles beyond the
limiter stops.

STORAGE

AWARNlNG: Perform the following

steps after each use:

* Allow engine to cool, and secure the unit
before storing or transporting.

e Store unit and fuel in a well ventilated area
where fuel vapors cannot reach sparks or
open flames from water heaters, electric
motors or switches, furnaces, etc.

« Store unit with all guards in place. Position
unit so that any sharp object cannot acci-
dentally cause injury.

e Store unit and fuel well out of the reach of
children.

SEASONAL STORAGE

Prepare unit for storage at end of season or if

it will not be used for 30 days or more.

If your unit Is to be stored for a period of time:

 Clean the entire unit before lengthy stor-
age.

e Store in a clean dry area.

» Lightly oil external metal surfaces.

FUEL SYSTEM

Under FUELING ENGINE Iin the OPERA-
TION section of this manual, see message la-
beled MPORTANT regarding the use of ga-
sohol in your engine.

Fuel stabilizer is an acceptable alternative in
minimizing the formation of fuel gum deposits
during storage. Add stabilizer to gasoline in fuel
tank or fuel storage container. Follow the mix
Instructions found on stabilizer container. Run
engine at least 5 minutes after adding stabilizer.

ENGINE

» Remove spark plug and pour 1 teaspoon of
40:1, 2-cycle engine ail (air cooled) through
the spark plug opening. Slowly pull the
starter rope 8 to 10 times to distribute oil.

» Replace spark plug with new one of recom-
mended type and heat range.

» Clean air filter.

* Check entire unit for loose screws, nuts,
and bolts. Replace any damaged, broken,
or worn parts.

» At the beginning of the next season, use
only fresh fuel having the proper gasoline to
oll ratio.

OTHER

* Do not store gasoline from one season to
another.

» Replace your gasoline can if it starts torust.
