Setting up your speaker

1. Press and hold the Power button to turn On Minuet. You will hear a startup
notification. The Indicator Light will begin flashing red and green. You are now in
Pairing Mode.

(Note: if you are
having trouble, please refer to your devices support manual.)

3. You should see Minuet listed in the list of nearby Bluetooth® devices. If you do not
see Minuet, make sure that you are in Pairing Mode (Indicator
