Charging the battery F8&

Pairing the QBT5010  fig

Pairing is the process of linking the QBT5010 with your Bluetooth enabled mobile phone. After this process is completed, you can use the QBT5010 only with this paired mobile phone. If you want to use QBT5010 with another mobile phone, you have to
repeat the pairing process again. The QBT5010 can be paired with up to 8 compatible phones.
