Getting to Know Your PC

Air Vent - Do not block this area.

HDMI In - Connect HDMI devices
to watch on the Display.* (Blu-ray
players, cable/satellite boxes,
game consoles, etc.)

— Gigabit Ethernet - Connect to your router or
modem for network or Internet access.

USB 3.0 - Connect USB devices.
(Thumb drives, tablets, phones, mp3 players, printers etc.)

eSATA - Connect eSATA devices.
(This connector is mainly used for external storage drives.)

Bqu Po rll's *The HDMI In port is not used for HDMI output. Does not support dual displays.



Air Vent - Do not block this area.

SD Card Reader - Insert standard-size SD cards. \
(Commonly used in cameras and tablets.)

Headphone - Connect 3.5mm headphone jack.
This port can be used with headsets that have a microphone.

USB 3.0 - Connect USB devices.
(Thumb drives, tablets, phones, mp3 players, printers, etc.) —

Power - Press fo turn PC on or off.
