Things to Consider Before You Connect

Protect Against Power Surges

e Connect all devices before you plug any of their power cords into the wall outlet.
e Turn off the TV and/or device before you connect or disconnect any cables.

e Using a surge protector can help prevent damage to your TV from electrical power surges. In
case of lightning, unplug your TV.

e Make sure all antennas and cables are properly grounded. Refer to the Important Safety
Instructions packed separately.

Protect Devices from Overheating

e Don't block ventilation holes on any of the devices. Arrange the devices so that air can
circulate freely.

e Don't stack devices.
e If you place devices in a stand, make sure you allow adequate ventilation.

e If you connect an audio receiver or amplifier, place it on the top shelf so the heated air from
it won't flow around other devices.

AUTO CHANNEL SEARCH is the first menu you should see when you turn on
the TV. (It is located from this path Main Menu/Setup/Auto Channel Search).
It allows the TV to search for all channels viewable through your digital and
analog connections. This is sometimes called auto programming.

1. From the Auto Channel Search menu press the right arrow button to choose
the Signal Type (Antenna or Cable). The default is Cable.

2. With the Signal Type chosen, press the down arrow button to select Start
and press OK. AUTO CHANNEL SEARCH runs as it finds all the available
channels. (This step can take some time, depending on your content
provider).

3. Once the search is complete, you can begin watching TV. For information
on customizing your channels or menu options, go to Chapter 3.

Note: After you complete the Auto Channel Search you may see an
additional screen. “Time stored in the TV may be incorrect after a

loss of power. Please check the time in the Time menu” may appear,
reminding you that the time setting is incorrect. Go to page 33 for more
information.

Choose the Menu Language

To set the language, use the arrow buttons to highlight Zanguage. The default
language is English. To choose another language, press the right arrow button
on the remote, choose the language and press OK.

Analog station numbers display on your TV in a rectangle as you enter the numbers. You can
Analog channel enter digits to access a channel.

After entering the
channel, press OK. The CLEAR button on the remote clears all entries.

numbers. Numbers to the left of the - (dash) are the main channel number; numbers to the
right are the subchannel numbers for stations that broadcast more than one signal.

In the example to the left, press “1”, press “2” (although 012 is shown in the example,
pressing “0” isn't required) and then press the right arrow button to move to the subchannel.
Press “1” and then “OK.” The TV tunes to channel 12-1. If channel 12 is broadcasting
subchannel signals, you would enter numbers that would access the other signals. (Example:
12-1, 12-2, 12-3). If the selection times out, you must start over. Once you’'ve made all entries,
press OK. The CLEAR button on the remote clears all entries.

Note: You may experience a delay of several seconds before digital pictures appear,
both when you first turn on the digital signals and when you change channels. This is
normal. Digital channels sometimes take longer to tune.

Some channels might have been found during the channel search that are unavailable to
view and you might want to get rid of these so they don't appear as you change channels.
To do this go to Main Menu/Setup Menu/List & Labels. Note that removing channels from
your channel list may be time consuming, so you might want to do it later. Go to page 28 for
details on editing your channel list.

What to Expect

Watching TV

Remember: If you have an analog signal connected to your ANTENNA/CABLE INPUT,
then you’ll view analog channels. (The ANTENNA button on the remote toggles analog
and digital channels). Analog channels are sent in a 4:3 format. You can press the left
arrow/ZOOM- and right arrow/ZOOM+ buttons on the remote to choose different screen
formats (4:3, 16:9 or stretch). This is also known as the aspect ratio. Go to page 32 for
examples of screen formats.

Remember: If you have a digital signal connected to your ANTENNA/CABLE INPUT, then
you'll view digital channels. (The ANTENNA button on the remote toggles analog and
digital channels). Most digital channels are sent in a 16:9 format; it depends on how the
station is formatting the video. If so, you'll see gray or black bars at the top and bottom
of the screen. You can press the left arrow/ZOOM- and right arrow/ZOOM+ buttons to
choose different screen formats (4:3, 16:9 or stretch). This is also known as the aspect
ratio.

Note: Digital stations in native 4.3 _format (you’ll see black or gray bars on the sides
of the picture sent as part of the signal from the broadcaster) might not have this
Sunction.

ANTENNA/CABLE INPUT Connect either antenna or cable via coaxial (RF) cable to receive
analog and digital channels through your cable provider. Receive off-air analog and digital
channels via an antenna. Refer to page 5 for more details.

COMPOSITE INPUT Connect devices that have Audio/Video (composite) outputs such as
VCRs, DVD players, satellite receivers, cable boxes, camcorders and video game consoles. Use
audio cables to connect the left and right audio jacks for sound.

e VIDEO Provides composite video connection. The video connector is usually yellow.

e AUDIO-L Provides left audio connection. The left audio connector is usually white.

e AUDIO-R Provides right audio connection. The right audio connector is usually red.

To access the device when using these jacks, use the INPUT button on your remote until VID
appears.

COMPONENT INPUT Connect devices that have component (Y Pb Pr) outputs such as
VCRs, DVD players, DVD-PVRs, DVD recorders, satellite receivers and cable boxes.

connection provides optimum picture quality because the video is separated into three signals.
The AUDIO L and R jacks are shared with the COMPOSITE INPUT connection for sound.

To access the device when using these jacks, press the INPUT button on your remote until
CVID appears.

Refer to page 7 for a detailed explanation of how to connect Y Pb Pr cables to your TV.
e AUDIO-L Provides left audio connection. The left audio connector is usually white.

e AUDIO-R Provides right audio connection. The right audio connector is usually red.

Remember: You can use the Component connection or the Composite connection but
not both at the same time. They share the same AUDIO R/L input jacks.

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The Front of Your TV

You can use the buttons and jacks on the front of your TV to make additional connections.

Connect devices that
VIDEO L AUDIO R have composite outputs such as VCRs, DVD players, satellite receivers, cable boxes,

video game consoles and camcorders.

e VIDEO Provides composite video connection. The video connector is usually
yellow.

e AUDIO-L Provides left audio connection. The left audio connector is usually
L AUDIO R VIDEO S-VIDEO white.

e AUDIO-R Provides right audio connection. The right audio connector is usually

red.

S-VIDEO Connect external devices that have S-Video outputs such as VCRs, DVD
players, satellite receivers and cable boxes. Connect the left and right audio jacks
located on the side of the TV for sound. Refer to page 9 for a detailed explanation of
how to connect S-Video cables to your TV.

To access the device when using these jacks, use the INPUT button on your remote

until FRNT appears. If your model has an S-Video jack, SFRNT appears.

Remember: If your model has a Video and S-Video jack (second graphic),
choose either the Video (composite) or S-Video connection. You cannot use both
because they share the same AUDIO R/L input jacks.

Front Buttons

Use the buttons on the front of your TV to operate many of the TV’s features.

POWER Turns the TV on and off.

SENSOR Receives infrared signals from the remote.

TV/VIDEO (INPUT) Model 27V414T only Choose between TV programming and the
available Video Input Channels. Acts like the INPUT button on the remote.

MENU Brings up the MAIN MENU. Also goes back one menu in the menu system.

VOLUME -/+ Decreases/increases the volume. In the menu system, acts like the left/right
arrow button on the remote control and adjusts menu controls.

CHANNEL -/+ Scans up and down through the current channel list. In the menu system, acts
like the down/up arrow button on the remote control. Use to highlight items.

Using the TV's Features

Parental Controls and V-Chip

The choices in the USA V-CHIP menu involve software inside your TV (referred to as V-Chip) which
allows you to block TV programs and movies based on violence, sex or other content you may
believe children should not view.

Once you block programs, you can unblock programs by entering a password.

By default, the software inside your TV is turned “off.” For instructions to turn on V-Chip, refer to
Activate Parental Control below.

How V-Chip Works

V-Chip reads the program’s age-based rating (7TV-MA, TV-14, etc.) and content themes (Violence (V),
Adult Language (L), etc.). If you have blocked the rating and/or content themes that the program
contains, you will receive the message: This channel has not been approved for viewing. Change
channel or press OK to enter password and temporarily deactivate the Parental Control.

Broadcasters are not required to provide content themes, so programs received with no content
themes will only be blocked if you block their age-based rating. You can also block out programs
that have been given a rating of Not Rated and programs that are considered unrated.

The TV age-based ratings and content themes you can block are identified and explained in detail
in Chapter 4.

The following sections give you more details about how to change the status of TV program limits.

Sound Menu

To access the Sound menu, press MENU on the remote and select SOUND from
the MAIN MENU. Depending on the kind of signal you’re watching, the Sound
Menu will have different items available for you to adjust.

If you are watching analog programming or any video inputs, you'll see a
screen similar to the example SOUND menu to the left.

If you're watching digital programming, you'll see the second menu to the
left. The ANTENNA button on the remote toggles between analog and digital
menus.

Tone Control Allows you to choose your desired sound mode and adjust
the equalizer sliders.

e Preset Press the left or right arrow button to select your desired
sound mode: Personal, Standard, Music, Speech and Theatre. When
you change any equalizer slider, the Preset changes to Personal.

e Treble/Bass Press the right arrow button to increase the treble or
bass output; use the left arrow button to decrease the output.

The TV displays the word SAP in the channel banner when you
tune to a program that is broadcast with SAP information. SAP audio is
broadcast in mono. SAP is also used to broadcast a program’s audio with
descriptions of the video for the visually impaired. Press the right arrow
button to turn SAP on or off.

From the MAIN MENU select Notepad and press OK.

How do I tell an analog channel from a digital channel?

Press the INFO button to display the channel banner. Look at the left side for the channel number. Channels that
have a primary channel and a subchannel are digital channels. Remember however that not all digital channels have
subchannels. Go to page 11 for more information on the difference between analog and digital channels.

Why does the channel search take a long time?
When the TV searches for digital channels it is also be searching for the sub-channels of that digital channel. Although
this can take some time, (depending on your content provider) you only have to do this once.

Why does channel search find a lot of channels, but when | try to tune to them there’s nothing there?

Some channels are enabled by the cable company that don’t carry programming, such as video-on-demand. When
channels are unavailable, your TV’s screen displays Unusable Signal. You probably want to get rid of these so they no
longer appear in your channel list. Remove these in the List & Labels menu. Go to page 28 for more information.

Why are there black bars on my screen and can | get rid of them?

Your TV has a 4:3 screen so most digital channels are displayed with gray or black bars at the top and bottom of the
screen because most are sent in a 16:9 format. It depends on how the station is formatting the video. Aspect ratios are
determined by the broadcaster and may change from one program to another. Use the ZOOM- and ZOOM+ buttons
on the remote to see the different formats available that may eliminate the bars. Go to page 12 for more information.

No other options are possible aside from those you see by cycling through this button. However, you can change the
default settings for both analog and digital programming through the menu. Go to page 32 for more details.
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Troubleshooting

Most problems you encounter with your TV can be corrected by consulting the following troubleshooting list.

e Electronic protection circuit may have been activated because of a power surge. If this happens frequently, the
voltage in your house may be abnormally high or low.

TV turns on unexpectedly
e Wake-Up Timer might have been set. Go to page 33 for instructions.

Blank screen
* You may be on an inactive channel. Try another channel.
e  Make sure devices connected to the TV are turned on.

e If you've connected another device (such as a camcorder or DVD player) make sure you select the Video Input
Channel that is used for that device. Use the INPUT button to toggle through the available Video Input Channels.

Digital tuning delayed
e You may experience a delay of several seconds before digital pictures appear, both when you first turn on the
digital signals and when you change channels. This is normal.

No sound, picture okay

e Maybe the sound is muted. Try pressing the volume up button to restore sound.

e If using component jacks (Y Pb Pr), remember to also connect the device’s left and right audio output jacks to the
TV's AUDIO input jacks.

Can‘t select certain channel

e Channel may be blocked or not approved through PARENTAL CONTROLS.

e If using a VCR, check to make sure the TV/VCR button on the VCR is in the correct mode (press the TV/VCR
button on your VCR).

Noisy stereo reception (analog channels only)
e May be a weak station. Change the Sound Type to Mono. Go to page 25 for more instructions.
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No picture, no sound but TV is on
e Maybe the Signal Type is set wrong. Go to page 11 for more instructions.

e You may have the wrong video input channel selected. Use the ANTENNA button to toggle through the available
video input channels.

Sound okay, picture poor (analog channels only)

e Check antenna connections. Make sure all of the cables are firmly connected to the jacks.

e Try adjusting sharpness to improve weak signals. Go to page 27 for more instructions.

Black box appears on the screen
e Closed caption might be on. Check Closed Caption in the SETUP menu. Go to page 29 for more instructions.

The Remote Control Doesn’t Work

e Something might be between the remote and the remote sensor on the device. Make sure there is a clear path and
point directly at the TV.

e Maybe batteries in the remote are weak, dead or installed incorrectly. Put new batteries in the remote.

e The channel may be blocked or not approved through PARENTAL CONTROL SETTINGS.

The Parental Controls won’t let me watch a program even though it's not rated as violent
e Maybe the movie was given an NR (Not Rated) status. Check to see if the Exempt Prgms option is Locked. Refer to
page 22 for instructions.

e If the device youre connected to has “progressive scan” and you aren’t receiving a picture using a component
(Y Pb Pr) connection, you need to change the setting from progressive to interlace. The procedure for changing
this varies. Look for a button on the front of the device (it might be called resolution or display), or see if there
is a switch on the back (it might be labeled “int/prog” or something similar), or the item might be in the menu
system. Consult the user’s guide for instructions.

What Else Can [ Do?

e If you've been through the Troubleshooting section and nothing has fixed your problem, try rebooting your TV.
Note that after a reboot you may need to run your TV through the setup process again. To do a reboot, unplug
the power cord from the wall outlet, power strip, etc. Keep your TV unplugged for about 5 minutes.
