2.Place the balterles In the compartment as indicated by the polarity symbols (+ and -) marked inside.

Selting the volume
1. Remove the controller's battery compartment cover.
2.To limit the volume to a low range, slide "VOLUME" to “LO", To allow a higher volume, silde "VOLUME" to “HI".
3. Replace the cover and tighten the screw.
Playing with the bus
© T1sh "ON"/"OFF” at the bottom of the bus to "ON",
4rn the key on the dashboard controller to "ON" to start up the dashboard.
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3. Push the gear shift forward lo move school bus forward. Pull the gear shift back to move bus backward. The Indicalor on the dashboard turns on.

4. Turn the steering wheel on the dashboard to the left to turn the bus to the left, or to the right to turn the bus to the right. The indicator on the dashboard lurns on.

5. Push the turn signal lever down and watch the left turn Indlcator flash. Push the lever up and watch the right turn indlcator flash. The turn slgnal makes a ticklng sound
when you push it either way.

NOTE: Your Drlve My School Bus stops when it runs into anything, but the motor keeps runulng. When this happens, hold down or release the coutroller's power
knob so the bus changes dlrecton, or move it by hand,
