INSTALLING
BATTERIES

The chime’s tansmilter requires a 12V
GP 27A battery (not suppiled). Tha
chime's receiver requires two AA bat-
teries (not supplied), For the best per-
formance and longest life, we
recommend RadioShack alkaline bat-
teries,

1. Insert a 12V GP 27TA battery into
the tranamitter's battery compar-
ment as indicated by the polarity
symbols {(+ and —) marked near
the baltery compartment door.

2. Insart two AA batteries into the
recaiver's battery companment o
indicated by the polarity symbois
(+ and ~) marked inside the
battery compartment.

3. Replace both compartment cov-
ers.

4, Set the receiver's ONNOFF switch
to ON. Prosc the tronamittor's
BELL button to test the trangmitter
and make sure the mceiver is
recelving.

Notw: Materiata in the mounting sur-
face and obstructions such ag walks or
metal cabinets might educe the trans-
mitter's range,

As an Entry Chime

You can conned the transmilter to a
normally open alarm sensor (not sup-
pliad) so the chime will sound whenev-
ar a parson enters the room where the
sensor is mourrted.,

You need 2-conductor wire (not sup-
plied} o make this connaction. Your io-
cal RadioShack store camies a veriety
of glarm sensors and 2-conductor wire,
