1. SETTING THE CODE
This unit has 16 different code combinations. To set the code, perform these steps: -
A. Setting the code on the transmitter:
a. Remove battery cover. Press firmly below arrow and slide battery cover off.
b. Slide code switches to your choice of up or down position. (Factory setting
is all up). Do not use this position. Use a smalt screwdriver or ball point pen
to slide fimmly up or down (Figure 1).
B Setting the code on the receiver:
