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1. Install your Floodlight. Center the mounting 
plate over the bracket 
and secure it with a 
screw.

Be sure to pull the wires through 
the hole in the mounting plate 
before screwing it in.

With power turned 
off at the breaker, 
screw the mounting 
bracket into your 
electrical box.
