When RDS is enabled, the radio attempts to

secure optimal reception also using alternative

frequencies (AF). Regional programmes are also

taken into account. The switching behaviour is

also affected by environmental conditions and

by the reception and may therefore change.

Poor reception conditions could lead to unde-

sired and disruptive frequency changes. In this

case, deactivate AF station tracking.
