The Bosch power supply and wireless
charger must be used in conjunction with
the wireless charging holster WC18H.

Add/change Holster Inserts

The holster is compatible with the following
Bosch 18V Dirill/Drivers and Impact Drivers
through the use of specially-designed inserts
(see Fig. 2a). When purchased as a toolkit, the
correct insert is shipped with the toolkit. When
purchased as a starter kit, the correct insert
should be selected from the Holster Insert
Compatibility table and installed according to the
instructions below.
