Chapter 1 Directionsfor Product Usage

1. Themethod of communication between the remote control and receiver isin the form of aRadio
Frequency (RF)fm channel. The best tranamission range iswithin 3 meters. Customers are able to control the
remote without facing the recaiver. ThereisaLED sgnature light on the remote control. When the light ison,
the message is being sent out. To avoid operation mistakes during transmisson, other buttons are not vaid
when the LED sgnature light ison.

2.  Thecontrol buttons on the face of the remote control is made with fluorescent materias. In the dark, it will
automaticaly glow for at least 30 minutes after the board recaives sufficient light.

3. If thereis more than the standard safe weight on the head and foot mechaniam, the mini controller will
automaticdly stop al functions. In thistype of Stuation, the customer should remove the source of excess
weight from the mechanism. After the customer removes the weight from the machine, the controller will
automaticaly start al functions after 30 seconds.

4. The vibrating massage will be controlled by the mini-controller. If customers use massage functions
continuoudy within a 15 minute period, it will automaticaly shut down. After five minutes, the vibrating
massage function will be able to on again. During the time between the vibrating process and the five-minute
automatic shutdown process, customers are dill able to adjust the movement of the bed frame. When the
adjusting mechanism isin operation, it will temporarily shut down the vibrating massage functions. After 3
seconds, it will restart the vibrating massage.

5. Before usng any remote control and receiver, customers need to read the RF frequency code instructions.
Due to safety concerns, the same remote control mode can only contral its recelver. When using anew remote
and receiver, the customer needs to read the RF frequency code instructions before usage.

Procedure for Learning the Frequency Codes
1) Assambledl connect on the transformer and receiver.
2) Pluginthetrandformer and receiver (AC120V 60HZ.)
3) Put the batteries into the remote control (AAA x2)
4) Usethehead of apencil and lightly pressthe learning button for 3 seconds.
5) When thered light of the recaiver blink, press any button on the remote control.
6) After youfollow sep 5, the red light on the recaiver will blink again.
7) Thereading for the RF frequency code is completed.

6. Pressany button on the remote control. When the LED signature light is on, a message is being sent out by
the remote. This remote control is designed to lower the energy consumption of the batteries. When the LED
signature light turns dark or turns off, it means the battery has been drained and will need to be replaced by a
new battery.

7. Theinput transformer voltage is AC120V 60HZ, the output voltage is DC24V 3A. When thereisa
short-circuit, afuse on the transformer will be blown in order to protect the dectrica equipment
(FuselA~1.5A.) When the above Stuation occurs, the customer should seek professiond assstance to fix the



problem ingtead of replacing the fuse by himsdf or hersdlf.

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Chapter 3 Illustration for Operation

1. Raises/ Descends the head area of the bed

Raises the head area of the bed up: press“A” button until it adjusts to the proper postion. Then release“A”
button.

Descends the head area of the bed: press“B” button until it adjusts to proper position. Then release “B” button.

2. Raises/ Descendsthe foot area of the bed
Raises the foot area of the bed up: press“C” button until it adjusts to the proper position. Then release “C”
button.

Descends the foot area of the bed: press “D” button until it adjusts to proper position. Then release “D” button.

3. Startd Strengthensor Deceler ates/ Closes head vibrating feature (Regular vibrate)
Sarty Srengthens head vibrating feature: press“F’ button until it increasesto the desired strength. Then
releese“F’ button.

Decelerates/ Closes head vibrating feature: press“G” button until it increases to the desired strength. Then
release “G” button.

4. Startd Strengthensor Deceler ates/ Closesfoot vibrating feature (Regular vibr ate)
Sarty Srengthens foot vibrating feature: press“H” button until it increasesto the desired strength. Then
release “H” button.



Decelerates/ Closes foot vibrating feature: press“l” button until it increases to the desired strength. Then
release “l” button.

Explanationsfor Items3 and 4
When you use the regular vibration, there are 8-zones of massage. The strength of vibration in each zone can be
adjusted to different levels. The head and foot areas can dso be modified separately. When the user presses
the“F’ and “H” buttons, the vibration is automaticaly programmed to be on the fourth level; however, the user
can strengthen the vibration to the eighth level or weeken it to the first levd.

When you need to turn off the vibrating function, press the button to the first level and thenpress“G” and“1”
buttons to weaken the vibration. Thiswill automaticaly stop the vibrating function. When the user wantsto
turn on the vibrating function, he or she can press“F’ and “H” buttons.

Additiondly, if the user continuoudy presses“J’ button, the LED sgnature light will be on after 2 seconds.
When the light ison, rdlease “ J’ button. The user can then turn off the vibrating functions a any levd.

5. Movestheentire bed to aflat position

Press“E” button continuoudy. After two seconds, rlease“ E” button when LED light is on. The head and foot
mechanism will recover to the origind flat position within 30 seconds. During the recovery process, if the user
presses any up or down buttons, the flat recovery function will stop. If the bed was previoudy programmed
with avibrating message function, it will keep the same vibrating function 30 seconds after it recoversto the
flat pogdtion.

6. Startsvibration in acircular fashion/Choosing the Circular Vibrating Function

Regardless of the whether the origind vibrating function is on or off, when the user pressesthe®J’ button the
circular vibrating function will gart. Generdly spesking, there are four different types of wave functions. If the
user wants to change the rhythm, he or she only needs to press“ J’ button. The vibrating fegture in the foot area
will turn off first. Then the head areawill vibrate a high and low strengths before switching to a new vibrating

rhythm.

7. Turning off the vibrating function
The same asitem 6, press“ J’ button continuoudy. After 2 seconds, redleaseJ’ button when the LED sgnature
lightison. Inthiskind of gtuation, the user can turn off the vibrating function a any leve.
