RULES FOR SAFE OPERATION

This unit has a clutch, The cutting attachment
remains stationary when the engine is idling. If it
does not, have the unit adjusted by an authorized
service technician.

Adjust the Loop Handle to provide the best grip.

Be sure the cutting attachment is not in contact with
anything before starting the unit.

Use the unit only in daylight or good artificial light.

Avoid accidental starting. Be in the starting position
whenever pulling the starter rope. The operator and
unit must be in a stable position while starting. See
Starting/Stopping Instructions.

Use the right tool. Only use this tool for the purpose
intended.

Do not overreach. Always keep proper footing and
balance.

Always hold the unit with both hands when operat-
ing. Keep a firm grip on both the front and rear han-
die or grips.

Keep hands, f:ace, and feet at a distance from all
maoving parts. Do not touch or try to stop the cutting
attachment when it is rotating.

Do not touch the engine or muffler. These parts get
axtremely hot from operation. When turned off they
remain hot for a short time,

Do not operate the engine faster than the speed
needed to cut, trim or edge. Do not run the engine at
high speed when not cutting.

Always stop the engine when cutting is delayed or
when walking from one cutting location to another.

If you strike or become entangled with a foreign
cbject, stop the engine immediately and check for
damage. Do not operate before repairing damage.
Do not operate the unit with loose or damaged parts.

Stop and switch the engine to off for maintenance,
repair, or for changing the cutting attachment or
other attachments.

Use only genuine Ryobi replacement parts when
servicing this unit. These parts are available from
your authorized service dealer. Do not use parts,
accessoties or attachments not authorized by Ryobi
for this unit. Doing so could lead to serious injury to
the user, or damage to the unit, and void your
warranty.

Keep unit clean of vegetation and other materials.
They may become lodged between the cutting
attachment and shield.

To reduce fire hazard, replace faulty muffler and
spark arrestor, keep the engine and muffler free from
grass, leaves, excessive grease or carbon build up.

OIL AND FUEL INFORMATION

RECOMMENDED OIL TYPE : 4. Pour the entire bottle of oil into the oit fill hole

Using the proper type and weight of qil in the (Fig. 3).
crankcase is extremely important. Check the
40il before each use and change the oil
ragularly. Fallure to use the correct oll, or
using dirty oil, can cause premature engine wear and
failure.

Use a high-quality SAE 30 weight oil of APl {American
Petroleum Institute) service class SG, SF, SH.

ADDING OIL TO CRANKCASE -~ INITIAL USE
NOTE: This unit is shipped without being filled with oil.

In order to avoid damage to the unit, put oil in
the crankcase before attempting to start unit.

Your unit is supplied with one 3.4 fiuid oz. (100 mi)
bottle of SAE 30 SF, SG, SH oil (Fig. 1).

NOTE: Save the bottle to measure the correct amount - '
for future oil changes. Fig. 3 e

1. Open the bottle of ail {Fig. 1). NOTE: Never add oil 1o the fuel or fuel tank.

5. Wipe up any oll that may have spilled and reinstall
the oil fill plug / dipstick.

The importance of checking and maintaining the proper
oil level in the crankcase cannct be overemphasized.
Check oil before each use and change as needed. See

RECOMMENDED FUEL TYPE

- Qid fuel is usually the main reason for the unit
not running properly. Be sure to use fresh,
® clean, unleaded Gasoline,

NOTE: This is a four cycle engins. In order to avoid
damage to the unit, do not mix oil with
Gasoline.

Definition of Blended Fuels

Today's fuels are often a blend of gasoline and
oxygenates such as ethanol, methanol or MTBE (gther).
Alcohol-blended fuel absorbs water. As little as 1%
water in the fuel can make fuel and oil separats or form
acids when stored. Use fresh fuel (less than 80 days
old), when using alcohol-blended fuel.

Using Blended Fuels

If you choose to use a blended fuel, or its use is
unavoidable, follow recommended precautions.

* Always use fresh unleaded gasoline

* Use the fuel additive STA-BIL® or an equivalent.

+ Drain tank and run the engine dry before storing unit.

Using Fuel Additives

The use of fuel additives, such as STA-BIL® Gas
Stabilizer or an equivalent, will inhibit corrosion and
minimize the formation of gum deposits. Using a fuel
additive can keep fuel from forming harmful deposits in
the carburetor for up to six (8) months. Add 0.8 oz.

(23 ml.) of fuel additive per gallon of fuel according to the
instructions on the container. NEVER add fuel additives
directly to the unit's gas tank.

NOTE: If the engine floods while attempting to start the
unit, place the choke lever in the RUN ( |] B)
position, squeeze the throttle control, and pull
the starter rope briskly, The engine should start
within three (3) to eight (8} pulls.

10. Depress throttle control for 5 te 10 seconds to warm
up engine.,

NOTE: Choking is not required when starting a warm
engine. Start a warm engine with the Start/Stop
Engine Control in the START [] position and the
choke lever in the RUN { [#] B) position.

STOPPING INSTRUCTIONS

1. Release your hand from the throttle control (Fig. 7).
Allow the engine to cool down by idling.

2. To stop the engine, put the Start/Stop Engine
Control in the STOP [Q] position (Fig. 5).

3. While firmly holding the upper shaft housing, pull the
cutting attachment or add-on straight out of the
Ciick-Link® coupler (Fig. 9).

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

HOLDING THE TRIMMER

WARNING: Always wear eye, hearing, foot
and body protection to reduce the risk of
injury when operating this unit.

Before operating the unit, stand in the operating position
{Fig. 11). Check for the following:

* The operator is wearing eye protection and proper
clothing.

* The right arm is slightly bent, and the hand is holding
the shaft grip.

* The left arm is straight, and the hand is holding the
handle.

*  The unit is below waist level,

* The cutting attachment is parallel to the ground and
easily contacts the vegetation to be cut without the
operator having to bend over.

ADJUSTING THE D HANDLE

If the D handle is not adjusted to provide you with a
comiortable operation pasition:

1. Loosen the four {4} screws with a Phillips screwdriver
{Fig. 12).

2. Position the D handle forward or backward to the
location that will provide you the best grip.

ADJUSTING TRIMMING LINE LENGTH

The Bump Head™ cutting attachment allows you to
release trimming line without stopping the engine. To
release more line, lightly tap the cutting attachment on

the ground (Fig. 13) while operating the trimmer at high
speed.

NOTE: Always keep the trimming line fully extended.
Line release becomes more difficult as cutting
line becomes shorter

: Fig. 13 -

Each time the head is bumped, about 1 inch (25.4 mm.)
of trimming ling is released. A blade in the cutting
attachment shield will cut the line to the proper length if
excess line is released.

For best results, tap the Bump Head™ on bare ground
or hard soil. if line release is attempted in tall grass, the
engine may stall. Always keep the trimming line fully
extended. Line release becomes more difficult as the
cutting line becomes shorter.

NOTE: Do not rest the Bump Head™ on the ground.
CAUTION: Do not remove or alter the line
cutting blade assembly. Excessive line length
will make the clutch overheat. This may lead

to serious personal injury or damage to the
unit.

Some line breakage will occur from:

* Entanglement with foreign matter

¢+ Normal line fatigue

+ Attempting to cut thick, stalky weeds

+ Forcing the line into objects such as walls or fence
posts

* Keep the cutting attachment parallel to the ground.

* Do not force the cutting attachment. Allow the tip of
the line to do the cutting, especially along walls.

Cutting shorter
lengths produces the best results,

¢ Trim only when grass and weeds are dry.

¢ The life of your cutting line is dependent upon;
* Following the previcus trimming techniques
* \What vegetation'is being cut
*  Where it’s being cut

For example, the line will wear faster when trimming
against a foundation wall as opposed to trimming
around a tree,

DECORATIVE TRIMMING

Decorative trimming is accompiished by removing all
vegetation around trees, posts, fences, efc.

Check Fuel Mixture

Old fuel is usually the main reason for the unit not
running properly. Drain and refill the tank with clean,
fresh unleaded fusl prior to doing any adjustments. Refer
1o Qil and Fuel Information.

Clean Air Filter

The condition of the air filter is important to the opera-
tion of the unit. A dirty air filter will restrict air flow and
change the air/fuel mixture. This is often mistaken for an
out of adjustment carburetor. Check the condition of the
air filtter before adjusting the idle speed screw. Refer to
Air Filter Maintenance.
