Along with the included Quick Bluetooth Connection Guide, this instruction booklet explains the basic
operation and care of the unit. Please read them carefully and keep for future reference.

Maintenance

e Place the unit on a level surface away from sources of direct sunlight or excessive heat.

e Protect your furniture when placing your unit on a natural wood or lacquered finish. A cloth or other
profective material should be placed between it and the fumiture.

e Clean your unit with a soft cloth moistened only with mild soap and water. Stronger cleaning agents,
such as Benzene, thinner or similar materials can damage the surface of the unit.

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Charging Devices with the USB Ports

1. The unit can charge two USB devices af once using the two USB charging ports on the left side of
the unit. A USB cable is not included.

2. To charge a USB device, connect the standard end of the USB cable to a USB port and the other
end fo the device you wish fo charge.

3. Monitor your device's battery indicator to confirm the device is charging. If the device is NOT
charging, try moving the USB Mode Switch to a different position (A or B), then unplug the device
from the USB port and reconnect it.

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Using Bluetooth: Pairing Your Device

NOTE: See the iDM5 Bluetooth Connection Guide for complete pairing defails.
1. Move the Bluetooth/Aux-in Switch on the lower right front of keyboard to the Bluetooth position (left).

2. Press and release the ® Button fo turn on the unit (the ¢ light will turn blue).

3. Tum on Bluefooth capability on your device and make it discoverable (see your device's instructions
fo add or setup a Bluefooth device).

4. Press and hold the 3 Bluetooth Button on the unit until it flashes blue and the unit beeps twice to
indicate pairing attempt. The blue light will flash while the unit attempts to pair.

5. "IDM5" should appear in your device's list of Bluetooth devices; its status display may indicate “not
connected”. Select iIDM5 1o connect. If your device asks for a password, enter 1234 on the
keyboard of your device. If no device is paired within 2 minutes, the & Button will change from blue
to red. If this occurs, refry steps 2-4.

6. Once paired with a device, the blue % light will glow steadily. There should be an indication on
your device that pairing is complete. On some devices, you must then select “use as a sfereo audio
device” or similar on the device's Bluetooth menu. Once paired, your device should link to the
iDM5 whenever within range. You can now use the keyboard with the active app on your device,
play Bluefooth audio and use as a speakerphone.

Move the Bluetooth/Aux-in Switch to the Bluetooth position fo listen to audio streamed Wire\ess|\/ from
your paired iPad, iPhone, iPod or other Bluetooth device.

Press and release the (b Button to turn on the unit. The blue 3 light will flash as the unit searches for a
previously paired device, and then tum solid blue when a previously paired device is defected.

Press and release the ®I Key/Button fo play or pause audio from your Bluetooth device.

NOTE: Play/Pause only works in Bluetooth mode. It does not control aux line-in devices.

Use the € or 0)) Keys/Buttons to adjust volume.

When done listening, press the (b Button to turn the unit off.

Using the Speakerphone

Move the Bluetooth/Aux-in Switch to the Bluetooth position fo use the speakers as a speakerphone for
a linked Bluefooth-capable phone during an incoming or active call. Playing audio is muted during a
speakerphone call.

. Press and release the (O Button tfo turn on the unit.
. Use the 0 or 40)) Keys/Buttons to adjust volume. You may wish to adjust the volume on your audio

device, too.

. When a call is received, playing music is muted to hear the ring tone. Press the green 3 Button fo

answer the call, or press the red  Button to ignore it.

. When the call is completed, press the () Button or $ Button to end the call and resume previous

function.
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Playing Audio via Aux

1. Move the Bluetooth/Aux Switch fo the Aux position fo listen fo audio via aux linein.

2. Connect a standard 3.5mm stereo audio cable (not included) fo the headphone or line-out jack on your
audio device and plug the other end info the auxin jack located on the back of the keyboard.

3. Press and release the O Button to turn on the unit.

4. Use the 10 or 0) Keys/Buttons to adjust volume. You may wish to adjust the volume on your audio
device, too.

5. When done listening, press and release the ® Button to turn the unit off. Remember 1o turn off your audio
device, too.

Troubleshooting

Unit doesn’t respond (no power)

® Check that all connections are correct and properly plugged in. Make sure your device is properly
paired with the iDM5.

Keyboard doesn’t respond (when | type, nothing appears on my tablet/device)

e Touch the tablet/device's screen to activate the app or browser you wish to input fext to. When the
cursor appears, you should be able fo input text using the iDM5 keyboard

The on-screen keyboard on my iPad/iPhone/iPod isn’t accessible

® Press the iPad/iPhone keyboard key on unit fo toggle the iPad/iPhone/iPod on-screen keyboard
on and off.
