Following information will be included in the User Manual

- Theuser and the installer should be aware that changes and modifications not
expressly approved by Tadiran Telematics could void the user’ s authority to
operate the equipment.

- Thisequipment shall be installed by professiona personnel. The equipment
shall beinstalled at the bottom of the water meter pit as described in the
following picture:

The unit isinstalled as shown in the center of the bottom of the pit.
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- Thereare 3 types of the pits: metal, concrete and plastic. The covers of the pits
are made of metal, concrete or plastic and may or may not include small
rectangular lid at the center of the cover. The lids can be either metal or
plastic. Possible configurations of the pits and its covers are shown on the
following pictures:

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Special instructions for installation in the concrete or plastic pits.

When installing the equipment in the pit made of plastic or concrete, regardless of the
type of the cover, a special adhesive sticker shall be attached to the meter as described
in the drawings (see attached picture).

The sticker is copper foil sticker (e.g. type 3M 1181, PPl 9115 or compatible),
intended for permanent adhesion. Stickers used for the product are produced with
specia adhesive and are designed to withstand the installation conditions during the
lifetime of the product.

Only stickers, supplied as a part of the installation kit of the meter, shall be used. Use
of stickers unauthorized by the manufacturer is prohibited.
