GETTING STARTED
The first time you use your P3000 wireless pad

In order for the P3000 Pad to work you need to fully charge the batteries before you play. To
obtain a full charge, place one of the battery cells into the front of the docking station (after you
have completed the installation and with the USB cable connected and your PC switched on)
and wait for approximately one hour, or until the red Charge light switches off, indicating that
the battery is now fully charged.

To recharge the battery after gameplay, simply repeat the procedure. The battery will usually
deliver a minimum of 8 hours gameplay after a full charge. The green Ready light on the
docking station indicates that the Docking Station is ready to communicate with the pad.

Note : Remember you can play continuously without having to wait to recharge the batteries.
Just charge one of the battery cells in the docking station while you play with the other.

P3000 Wireless Pad features
Switching Between Digital and Analog Modes

The Saitek P3000 comes with a choice of Analog and Digital Modes for increased precision,
performance and playing power. Switch between Digital and Analog Modes by pressing the
Digital/Analog Buttons and the LCD screen will tell you which mode you are playing in. Select
the Analog Mode for complete control in driving and flying games or any game where accuracy
in movement is crucial.

Shift Button

Some controls can be programmed to perform an extra function by use of the Shift Button.
This works in the same way as when you press the Shift Key in conjunction with another key
on your computer keyboard - to assign a new and added function to the key. By pressing the
Shift Button with another control, you can assign another command to that control in the Smart
Technology Programming software. This is a simple and effective way of increasing the
functionality of your game controller. When the Shift Key is activated it will glow red in colour.

Enabling Your Controller in Game

Most games support game controllers, which you can enable by using a [control] options menu
within the Main Menu of the game itself.

TROUBLESHOOTING
Q My computer is not recognizing the P3000 Wireless Pad — what’s wrong?

A Check the cable connections. Turn off the computer and then unplug your controller. Plug it
back in making certain that it is securely attached.

Q Can I have another game controller connected to my PC at the same time?

A To avoid potential problems and conflicts, we recommend that you remove any existing
game controllers before installing the P3000 Wireless Pad. Do this by selecting the previously
installed controller in the Game Controllers window and clicking on Remove .

Q | have plugged in my P3000 Wireless Pad using the USB connector and it has not been
recognized by the computer.

A Your USB connection may not be enabled within the computer. You can switch it on via your



computer’s BIOS settings (please check the documentation that came with your computer). If
you are still unsure as to what to do, contact Technical Support.

Q Some of the movements make on my wireless pad are not being picked up in the game I'm
playing.

A There is interference on the wireless channel your pad is using to communicate with the
receiver. Press the scan button on the top of the pad once to switch to an interference-free
channel.

How to Test your Controller

e You can do this at any time by Clicking on Start, then Settings and selecting Control
Panel in Windows (XP users may only need to click on Start and then Control Panel)

e Look for an icon called either Game Controllers or Gaming Options (XP users may have
to click Printers and Other Hardware first).

o Open the Game Controllers/Gaming Options window then the name of your controller
should show up.

o Click on Properties and this will bring up the test screen.

e Moving your controller and pressing the buttons should result in a response in this
screen; if there is a response you know that the controller is functioning correctly.
