Your device’s touch screen lets you easily select items or perform functions. Learn basic actions to
use the touch screen.
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* To avoid scratching the touch screen, do not use sharp tools.

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Rotate the touch screen

Your device has a built-in motion sensor that detects its orientation. If you rotate the device, the
interface will automatically rotate according to the orientation.

To set the interface to keep the orientation, open the shortcuts panel from the top of the screen
and select Orientation lock.

Lock or unlock the touch screen

When you do not use the device for a specified period, your device turns off the touch screen and
automatically locks the touch screen to prevent any unwanted device operations. To manually lock
the touch screen, press [@].

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Safety precautions

To prevent injury to yourself and others or damage to your device, read all of the following information before using your
device.

Do not use damaged power cords or plugs, or loose electrical sockets

Do not touch the power cord with wet hands, or disconnect the charger by pulling on the cord
Do not bend or damage the power cord

Do not use your device while charging or touch your device with wet hands

Do not short-circuit the charger or the battery

Do not drop or cause an impact to the charger or the battery

Do not charge the battery with chargers that are not approved by the manufacturer

Your device may malfunction and your risk of electric shock is increased.

Do not handle a damaged or leaking Lithium lon (Li-lon) battery

Do not take notes or look up phone numbers. Jotting down a“to do”list or flipping through your address book takes
attention away from your primary responsibility of driving safely.

Dial sensibly and assess the traffic. Place calls when you are not moving or before pulling into traffic. Try to plan calls
when your car will be stationary. If you need to make a call, dial only a few numbers, check the road and your mirrors,
then continue.

Do not engage in stressful or emotional conversations that may be distracting. Make people you are talking with aware
you are driving and suspend conversations that have the potential to divert your attention from the road.

Use your device to call for help. Dial a local emergency number in the case of fire, traffic accident, or medical
emergencies.
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* Use your device to help others in emergencies. If you see an auto accident, a crime in progress, or a serious emergency
where lives are in danger, call a local emergency number.

Keep your device dry

* Humidity and all types of liquids may damage device parts or electronic circuits.
