The exposure limit set by the FCC for wireless 
mobile phones employs a unit of measurement 
known as the Specific Absorption Rate (SAR). The 
SAR is a measure of the rate of absorption of RF 
energy by the human body expressed in units of 
watts per kilogram (W/kg). The FCC requires 
wireless phones to comply with a safety limit of 1.6 
watts per kilogram (1.6 W/kg). The FCC exposure 
limit incorporates a substantial margin of safety to 
give additional protection to the public and to 
account for any variations in measurements.

SAR tests are conducted using standard operating 
positions accepted by the FCC with the phone 
transmitting at its highest certified power level in all 
tested frequency bands. Although the SAR is 
determined at the highest certified power level, the 
actual SAR level of the phone while operating can 
be well below the maximum value. This is because 
the phone is designed to operate at multiple power 
levels so as to use only the power required to 
reach the network. In general, the closer you are to 
a wireless base station antenna, the lower the 

power output.

Whereas high levels of RF can produce health 
effects (by heating tissue), exposure to low 
level RF that does not produce heating effects 
causes no known adverse health effects. Many 
studies of low level RF exposures have not 
found any biological effects. Some studies have 
suggested that some biological effects may 
occur, but such findings have not been 
confirmed by additional research. In some 
cases, other researchers have had difficulty in 
reproducing those studies, or in determining 
the reasons for inconsistent results.

What is FDA's role concerning the safety 
of wireless phones?
Under the law, FDA does not review the safety 
of radiation-emitting consumer products such 
as wireless phones before they can be sold, as 
it does with new drugs or medical devices. 
However, the agency has authority to take 
action if wireless phones are shown to emit 
radio frequency energy (RF) at a level that is 
hazardous to the user. In such a case, FDA 
could require the manufacturers of wireless 
phones to notify users of the health hazard and 
to repair, replace or recall the phones so that 
the hazard no longer exists.

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The National Institutes of Health participates in 
some interagency working group activities, as 
well.
FDA shares regulatory responsibilities for 
wireless phones with the Federal 
Communications Commission (FCC). All phones 
that are sold in the United States must comply 
with FCC safety guidelines that limit RF 
exposure. FCC relies on FDA and other health 
agencies for safety questions about wireless 
phones.
FCC also regulates the base stations that the 
wireless phone networks rely upon. While these 
base stations operate at higher power than do 
the wireless phones themselves, the RF 
exposures that people get from these base 
stations are typically thousands of times lower 
than those they can get from wireless phones. 
Base stations are thus not the primary subject 
of the safety questions discussed in this 
document.

What research is needed to decide 
whether RF exposure from wireless 
phones poses a health risk?
A combination of laboratory studies and 
epidemiological studies of people actually using 
wireless phones would provide some of the 
data that are needed. Lifetime animal exposure 
studies could be completed in a few years. 
However, very large numbers of animals would 
be needed to provide reliable proof of a cancer 
promoting effect if one exists. Epidemiological 
studies can provide data that is directly 
applicable to human populations, but ten or 
more years' follow-up may be needed to 
provide answers about some health effects, 
such as cancer. This is because the interval 
between the time of exposure to a cancer-
causing agent and the time tumors develop - if 
they do - may be many, many years. The 
interpretation of epidemiological studies is 
hampered by difficulties in measuring actual RF 
exposure during day-to-day use of wireless 
phones. Many factors affect this measurement, 
such as the angle at which the phone is held, or 
which model of phone is used.

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FDA has been a leading participant in the World 
Health Organization international 
Electromagnetic Fields (EMF) Project since its 
inception in 1996. An influential result of this 
work has been the development of a detailed 
agenda of research needs that has driven the 
establishment of new research programs 
around the world. The Project has also helped 
develop a series of public information 
documents on EMF issues.
FDA and Cellular Telecommunications & 
Internet Association (CTIA) have a formal 
Cooperative Research and Development 
Agreement (CRADA) to do research on wireless 
phone safety. FDA provides the scientific 
oversight, obtaining input from experts in 
government, industry, and academic 
organizations. CTIA-funded research is 
conducted through contracts to independent 
investigators. The initial research will include 
both laboratory studies and studies of wireless 
phone users. The CRADA will also include a 
broad assessment of additional research needs 
in the context of the latest research 
developments around the world.

If you want to take steps to 
lower exposure to radio frequency energy (RF), 
the measures described above would apply to 
children and teenagers using wireless phones. 
Reducing the time of wireless phone use and 
increasing the distance between the user and 
the RF source will reduce RF exposure.
Some groups sponsored by other national 
governments have advised that children be 
discouraged from using wireless phones at all. 
For example, the government in the United 
Kingdom distributed leaflets containing such a 
recommendation in December 2000. They 
noted that no evidence exists that using a 
wireless phone causes brain tumors or other ill 
effects. Their recommendation to limit wireless 
phone use by children was strictly 
precautionary; it was not based on scientific 
evidence that any health hazard exists. 

Do hands-free kits for wireless phones 
reduce risks from exposure to RF 
emissions?
Since there are no known risks from exposure 
to RF emissions from wireless phones, there is 
no reason to believe that hands-free kits 
reduce risks. Hands-free kits can be used with 
wireless phones for convenience and comfort. 
These systems reduce the absorption of RF

What about wireless phone interference 
with medical equipment?
Radio frequency energy (RF) from wireless 
phones can interact with some electronic 
devices. For this reason, FDA helped develop a 
detailed test method to measure 
electromagnetic interference (EMI) of 
implanted cardiac pacemakers and 
defibrillators from wireless telephones. This 
test method is now part of a standard 
sponsored by the Association for the 
Advancement of Medical instrumentation 
(AAMI). The final draft, a joint effort by FDA, 
medical device manufacturers, and many other 
groups, was completed in late 2000. This 
standard will allow manufacturers to ensure 
that cardiac pacemakers and defibrillators are 
safe from wireless phone EMI. FDA has tested 
wireless phones and helped develop a 
voluntary standard sponsored by the Institute 
of Electrical and Electronic Engineers (IEEE). 
This standard specifies test methods and 
performance requirements for hearing aids and 
wireless phones so that no interference occurs

But an important 
responsibility accompanies the benefits of 
wireless phones, one that every user must 
uphold.
When driving a car, driving is your first 
responsibility.

Pacemaker manufacturers recommend that a 
minimum distance of 15 cm (6 inches) be 
maintained between a wireless phone and a 
pacemaker to avoid potential interference with 
the pacemaker.
These recommendations are consistent with 
the independent research and 
recommendations of Wireless Technology 
Research.
Persons with pacemakers:
• should always keep the phone more than 

15 cm 
(6 inches) from their pacemaker when the 
phone is switched on.

• should not carry the phone in a breast 
pocket.

• should use the ear opposite the pacemaker 
to minimize potential interference.

If you have any reason to suspect that 
interference is taking place, switch your phone 
off immediately.
