1. Make sure the “ON/OFF” switch at the underside of the vehicle is at the “OFF” position. (See Diagram #2)
2. Unscrew to open battery cover. (See Diagram #2)

3. Place the 9.6V battery pack inside securely and replace the battery cover. (See Diagram #3)
