Once you are comfortable flying the drone, use the Stunt Button to perform acrobatic stunts. + Do not crash drone into sand or dirt. Drone gears may become clogged

2. Press the Stunt Button. You will hear beeping coming from the remote - Stay several feet from walls and buildings
