Headphone start up and shutdown

1. Power: Press 0] "button for about five seconds or so, the default
boot mode for Bluetooth, blue lights, then enter the Bluetooth pairing
status, blue lights flashing fast.

2. Power off: Long press "Q)"key for about three seconds or so, after a
long red light off. If the voltage is low, the red light flash after a few off.

Pairing your SBT656 Headphone

Note: Before using the Headphone, the Headphone must be paired with
the phone. ("Pair" refers to establishing a link between Bluetooth
devices, while using a cell phone store headphones unique
identification ID. When the Headphone paired with your phone to
achieve, the Headphone automatically connects with the phone.)

1. Connect the headset with the phone placed together (no more than
one meter distance). When the Headphone is in the off state, press the

QO key until the red and blue lights flash alternately, then you can be
paired.

2. Enable the phone looking device functions. Looking for equipment
related to the phone function, see mobile phone manual; when the
phone retrieval is complete, the phone displays all devices found.

3. Select the trademark " SBT656" in the device list, confirm the
prompts phones.

4. When mating is complete, the Headphone enters the standby state:
blue lights flashing.

5. You can now use a Headphone to receive calls.

Note: Some models of mobile phone off and then start the Bluetooth
headset will automatically reconnect with the mobile phone.

Talk with the SBT656 Headphone

1. When there is an incoming call, press "M/ " to answer the call.

2. After the call is completed, click "M " to hang, as the other party
hangs up, the machine will need to press the Bluetooth multifunction
key.

3. When the phone to play or access, if the SBT656 Headphone in the
broadcast side when listening to music or the radio, then the music will
pause into a wait state, the machine hangs up or the other party hangs
up automatically continue playing MP3 music or radio.

(B) LINE IN Operating Instructions
On the audio cable into the headphone connector interface

(C) Charging Instructions

(D) SBT656 Headphone Troubleshooting:

If you cannot connect a Bluetooth headset to your phone, do the
following:

1. Make sure the Headphone is turned on and the phone to create the
pairing. And make sure that the phone's Bluetooth feature.

2. Check the distance between the Headphone and the phone is more
than 10 meters, as well as the existence of obstructions such as walls or
electronic devices between the two.

If the SBT656 MP3 / Headphone cannot play a song:

1. Check whether the battery has power.
