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Battery

To extend your battery’s life, do not browsing web frequently. Also poor signal area and extreme temperature discharge 

battery easily. If not necessary, it is recommended that you turn off Wi-Fi, Bluetooth, etc.

Battery installation

  Please use only original batteries and accessories that came with your phone or replacements that we recommend.

1. Make sure that your device is turned off, and then remove the battery cover.

2. Align the battery’s exposed gold contacts with the battery connectors        
inside the battery compartment.                                                                

3. Insert the contact side of the battery first and then gently push the             
battery into place.  

4. Replace the battery cover by setting it to the slot of the phone and  
sliding it back into its place.

                                                                                                                                                                    

                 

Battery removal
1. Make sure that your device is turned off, and then remove the battery cover.

2. Lift the tab of the battery to remove the battery.                                                              

Charging your battery
Before you turn on and start using your device, it is recommended that you charge the battery.

1.Plug the USB cable into the AC Charger port.

2. Plug the AC Charger into a standard outlet.

3.To access the USB port located on the left side of your device,  
open the flap and plug the other end of the AC Charger into the USB port. 
The battery must be installed for the phone to work properly.

4.  The USB icon on the USB cable should always be face-up on the same side as          
the display screen when it is inserted into the your device.                                                           
See the diagram to the right for proper positioning and insertion of the              
AC Charger adapter into the phone. You should never force the         
AC Charger adapter into the phone.                                                                                                            

NOTE
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SIM Card
The SIM card contains your phone number, service details, and phonebook/message memory. 

Inserting SIM card
1. Make sure that your device is turned off, and then remove the battery cover. 

2. Lift the battery out of the device. 

3. Locate the SIM card slot, then insert the SIM card with its gold contacts facing       
down and its cut-off corner facing out the card slot.

4. Slide the SIM card completely into the slot. 

5. Replace the battery and battery cover. 

NOTE Only AT&T SIM card can work on ADS1.                                                                                                              

Removing SIM card
1. Make sure that your device is turned off, and then remove the battery cover. 

2. Lift the battery out of the device.

3. Slide the SIM card out from the slot with your finger.

microSD Card

Use the microSD card to store your photos, videos, and music. You can save, move and delete the files between your device

Inserting the microSD card
1. Remove the battery cover.

2. Locate the microSD card slot.

3. Insert the microSD card into the slot with its gold contacts facing down       
until it clicks into the place.

Removing the microSD card while the phone is on
If you need to remove the microSD card in case that the phone is on, unmount the microSD card first to prevent corrupting 

or damaging the files in the microSD card.

1. From the Home screen, tap  Apps >  Settings. Or press  Menu >  Settings.

2. Tap  SD card & phone storage > Unmount SD card > OK.

3. Remove the microSD card by following the steps in “Removing the microSD card”.
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Turning the Phone On or Off

Turning your phone on
1. Press  Power/Lock.

NOTE    When you turn on the phone for the first time, you’ll need to set it up. See the Getting Started chapter for details.

Turning your phone off
1. If the display is off, press any button to turn it back on.

2. Press and hold  Power/Lock for a few seconds.

3. When Phone options menu appears, tap Power off > OK.

Phone Options

Silent mode
1. Press and hold  Power/Lock.

2. Tap  Silent mode.

When you set Silent mode,  is displayed on Notice/Status bar, and then Ring tone, effects and other sounds will not be 
heard any longer(except media and alarms).

NOTE   To release the mode, press and hold  Power/Lock again, and then tap  Silent mode.

Airplane mode
1. Press and hold  Power/Lock.

2. Tap  Airplane mode.

When you set Airplane mode,  is displayed on Notice/Status bar, and then Wi-Fi, Bluetooth, and mobile network 
functions are deactivated.

NOTE   To release the mode, press and hold  Power/Lock again and tap  Airplane mode.

Entering Your PIN
Most SIM cards come with the PIN(Personal Identification Number) set by your mobile operator. If you’re asked for the PIN, 

enter it, and then tap OK.
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Finger Gestures
Tap To select onscreen items such as application and settings icons or press onscreen buttons, simply tap them with 

your finger.

Tap and hold To open available options for the item, simply tap and hold the item.

Swipe or slide Quickly drag your finger vertically or horizontally across the screen.

Drag Tap and hold your finger with some pressure before you start to drag. While dragging, do not release your finger 

until you have reached to the target position.

Flick Flicking the screen is similar to swiping, but you need to swipe your finger in lighter and quicker strokes. This 

finger gesture is always in a vertical direction, such as flicking the contacts or the message list.

Rotate For most screens, you can automatically change the screen orientation from portrait to landscape by turning the 

phone sideways. When entering text, you can turn the phone sideways to bring up a bigger keyboard.

When you slide up the screen to use QWERTY keyboard, the screen automatically rotates to landscape mode.
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Keyboard

Using the Onscreen Keyboard
You enter text using the onscreen keyboard. Some applications open the keyboard automatically. In others, you tap the 

text field where you want to enter text to open the keyboard. You can choose the keyboard which suits your typing style 

among two different keyboard layouts.

Android keyboard This layout is similar to a desktop computer keyboard. This is the default keyboard layout.

Swype Swype lets you enter a word with one continuous motion. To enter a word, just drag your finger over the letters 

of the word.

By default, Android keyboard is set.

If you want to change keyboard type: Tap and hold the text input field > tap Input method > select Swype or 

Android keyboard. 

 ADS1 provides the useful built-in QWERTY keypad and you also use it for all the functions of the phone instead of the 

onscreen keyboard.

NOTE    You can change the keyboard settings for using Swype, Android keyboard, Device keyboard and User dictionary. From the Home screen, tap  

Apps >  Settings >  Language & keyboard. Or  press   Menu >  Settings >  Language & keyboard.

Using the Android keyboard

Displaying the keyboard and entering text
Use the following keys while entering text with the onscreen keyboard:

1 Tap the suggestion to enter it.

2 Shift key. Tap once to capitalize the next letter you type. Tap and hold it for all caps.

3 Backspace key. Tap to delete the previous character.

4 Symbol key. Tap to switch to the numeric and symbol keyboard. 

5 Microphone key. Tap to enter text by speaking.

6 Enter key. Tap to create a new line.

1. Tap a text field to open the onscreen keyboard.
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2. Tap the keys on the keyboard to type.

 The characters you’ve entered appear in a strip above the keyboard with suggestions for the word you are typing to the 
right. Tap a suggested word to enter it.

4. Use the   to erase characters to the left of the cursor.

5. When you’ve finished typing, press  Back to close the keyboard.

To enter numbers, symbols, and other characters

Tap To switch to the numeric and symbol keyboard.

Tap  on the symbols keyboard To view additional symbols, tap it again to switch back.

Tap and hold a vowel or the C, N, or S key To open a small window where you can tap an accented vowel or other alternate letter.

Tap and hold To open a small window with a set of common symbols.

Tap and hold a number or symbol key To open the window of additional symbols.

 Slide your finger smoothly up from the main keyboard to open an extension keyboard, with numbers and symbols. To 
enter a number or symbol from that keyboard, slide your finger onto it and then lift your finger.

 When you tap a key, a larger version displays briefly over the keyboard. Keys with alternate characters display an ellipsis ( 
... ) below the character.

Changing the keyboard language

Setting the Android keyboard languages

1. Tap a text field to open the onscreen keyboard.

2. Tap and hold  >  Android keyboard settings.

3. Tap Input languages >  Select one or more languages.

4. Press  Back to save it.

Changing the keyboard language

If you’ve used the Android keyboard settings to make more than one language available when using the onscreen keyboard, 
the current keyboard language is displayed on the Space bar and you can switch languages.

1. Tap and hold .

2. Without lifting your finger, move it to the left or right until the language you want appears in the center of the small 
window above .

3. Lift your finger.

If you have many languages available, you may have to repeat these steps to find the language you want.

Entering Text by Speaking
You can use voice input to enter text by speaking. Voice input is the experimental feature that uses Google’s speech-

recognition service, so you must have a data connection on a mobile or Wi-Fi network to use it.

Turning on voice input

If the onscreen keyboard does not display , voice input is not turned on or you have configured it to display  on the 

symbol keyboard. 

1. From the Home screen, tap  Apps >  Settings. Or press  Menu >  Settings.

2. Tap   Language & keyboard > Android keyboard .       
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 You can also tap and hold   on the onscreen keyboard. In the dialog that opens, tap Android keyboard settings.

3.Tap Voice input.

4.  Tap the option for where you want to use  (On main keyboard or On symbols keyboard). Or tap Off to turn off voice input.

Entering text by speaking

You can enter text by speaking, in most places that you can enter text with the Android keyboard.

1. Tap a text field.

2.Tap the  on the keyboard. Or just swipe your finger across the keyboard from left to right.

3. When prompted to “Speak now,” speak what you want to enter.

 Say “comma,” “period,” “question mark,” “exclamation mark,” or “exclamation point” to enter punctuation.

 When you pause, what you spoke is transcribed by the speech-recognition service, entered in the text field and underlined. 
You can tap  to erase the underlined text. If you start typing or entering more text by speaking, the underline disappears.

 You can edit the text that you enter by typing or speaking.

Adding words to User dictionary
Sometimes you may need to add a word to the predictive text dictionary, for example a name or a specialized technical 

word. If you want to add the word to your User dictionary in the middle of entering text, tap and hold the text field > 

select Add “***” to dictionary.

You can also add a word to the list manually:

1. From the Home screen, tap  Apps >  Settings. Or press  Menu >  Settings.

2. Tap  Language & keyboard > User dictionary.

3. Press  Menu >  Add.

4. Write the word > Tap OK.

Editing or delete a word in the User dictionary
You can view, edit or delete the words that you’ve added to the dictionary.

1. From the Home screen, tap  Apps >  Settings. Or  press  Menu >  Settings.

2. Tap  Language & keyboard > User dictionary.    

 To edit words from the dictionary, tap the word you want to edit > Edit > Write the word > Tap OK.

 To delete words from the dictionary, tap the word you want to delete > Delete.
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Using the Swype Keyboard

Enter text using the Swype keyboard
Swype lets you enter a word with one continuous motion. To enter a word, just drag your finger over the letters of the word.

1. Place your finger on the key with the first letter of the word and drag your finger to the following letters without releasing 
the finger from the screen.

2. Continue until you have finished the word. lift your finger on the last letter.

3. If Swype doesn’t figure out the word you enter clearly, the new window with suggestions opens. select an alternative word 
from the list.

 Love : To capitalize a letter, go above the keypad after each desired capital letter.

  

 Good : To enter a double letter within a word, make a circle on the letter.
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  123... : To enter characters on the upper half of the key, tap and hold the key. When the character list appears, you can 
enter special characters, symbols, and numbers. Or, tap SYM to enter several symbols.

  

  I’ll: To enter apostrophes in common words, drag through the n as though it was an apostrophe.

  

 If  Swype doesn’t know the word, you can tap the letter keys to enter it.
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Using the QWERTY keypad 
Your device has a specifically designed QWERTY keypad that provides a superior typing experience on this small handheld 

device for easy and comfortable input. You can use all of the phone functions with the QWERTY keypad. When you open 

the keypad, you have the extra benefit of a full messaging keypad.

1. Fn (Function key) To type the number or symbol printed in Skyblue at the top of a key, hold down the Fn key and press 

one or more letter keys. To return to typing letters, release the Fn key. 

To write in numbers or symbols printed in Skyblue at the top of a key only, press Fn key twice. 

2. Shift (Shift key) To type upper-case letters, hold down the Shift key and press one or more letter keys. To return to 

typing lower-case letters, release the Shift key, and then press a letter key.

3. Sym (Symbol Key) To select the input method - Swype or Android keyboard.

4. @ To type “@”

5. Space bar To type a blank space.

6. A-Z (alphanumeric keys) To enter numbers, letters or special characters. Go to the dial screen if pressed on the Home screen.

7. Delete (Delete Key) To delete a character. Press and hold it to delete the entire entry.

8. Return (Return key) To write in the new line or to select the item.

9. Navigation keys To move to left, right, up, down.

NOTE    For best performance in low-light environments, your handset includes a backlight feature that can illuminate both the display and the 
keyboard so you can keep reading and typing.

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Editing Text
You can select, copy, or cut the text you’ve entered, then paste it in another text field within or across applications.

NOTE   Some applications may offer their own way of selecting or copying text.

Selecting text
You select text that you want to cut or copy. 

1. Tap the text field of the screen that contains the text to select.

2. Use the navigation keys on QWERTY keypad to move the cursor to the beginning or end of the text to select.

 You can also tap in the text field to move the cursor in text.

3. Tap and hold the text field.

4. Tap Select text in the menu that opens.

 Or tap Select all to select all the text in the text field.

5. Use the navigation keys on QWERTY keypad to select the text you want. Selected text is highlighted in orange.

 You can also drag your finger to move the text cursor to a letter within the text that you want to select.

Cutting and copying text
1. Select the text to cut or copy it.

2. Tap and hold the selected text.

3. Tap Cut or Copy in the menu that opens.

 If you tap Cut, the selected text is removed from the text field. In this case, the text is stored in a temporary area on the 
phone, so that you can paste it into another text field.

Pasting text
1. Cut or copy the text to paste.

2. Tap the text field where you want to paste the text.

 You can paste text that you copied from one application into the text field in any other application.

3. To move the cursor to the location where you want to paste the text.

4. Tap and hold the text field.

5. Tap Paste in the menu that opens.

 The text is inserted at the cursor. The text that you pasted also remains in a temporary area on the phone, so you can 
paste that same text into another location.
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Getting started

Google Account
You must sign into a Google Account to use Gmail, Google Talk, Google Calendar, and other Google Apps; to download 

applications from Android Market, to back up your settings to Google servers and to take advantage of other Google 

services on your phone.

Registering the account if you initially use the phone

  

1. Tap the android to begin.

2. Tap Begin after you are prompted to know about how to use your mobile phone. If you want to ignore it, tap Skip.

3. Tap Next after you are prompted to know how to set up your mobile phone.

4. Tap Sign in to register your Google account. 

 If you don’t have a Google account, tap Create. And then you can create a new one.

5. Enter your Google Account Username and Password > Tap Sign in.

To provide the your location information for using applications or data with Google’s location service, set your 

preferences for Google’s location information and Tap Next. The Home screen appears. Now you can start to use your 

phone.

Once a Google account is registered, all your Contacts and gmail information from your Google account are 

downloaded to your phone. Data of your Contacts, Gmail and Calendar will be synchronized between your phone and 

the registered Google account online.

To log into the Google account, network connection should be made beforehand.
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Registering the account if you initially use Google’s services
If you don’t register a Google Account, you are prompted to sign in or to create a Google Account the first time you start an 

application that requires one, such as Gmail or Market.

1. Tap Sign in to register your Google account. 

 If you don’t have a Google account, tap Create. And then you can create a new one.

2. Enter your Google Account Username and Password > Tap Sign in.

Creating a new Google account 
1. Tap Create > Enter First name, Last name and Username > Tap Next.

2. Enter Type a password, Confirm password  > Tap Next.

Password strength : Minimum of 8 characters in length.

3. Select Security question and enter Answer, which will be useful if you happen to forget the password, and then enter 

a Secondary Email > Create.

4. Read through Google Terms of Service >Tap I agree, Next.

5. Enter an letters shown on the screen > Tap Next > Tap finish.

Adding a Google account
1. From the Home Screen, tap  Apps >  Settings.

2. Tap  Accounts & sync > Add account.

3. Tap Google > Tap Next.

4. Tap Sign in to register your Google account. 

5. Enter your Google Account Username and Password  > Tap Sign in > finish.

If you have no accounts registered or if you have several accounts, you can add an account.

If you add multiple accounts which have contact information, you can use a single contact by joining multiple 

contacts from all your Google Accounts.

Removing a  Google account
1. From the Home Screen, tap  Apps >  Settings.

2. Tap  Accounts & sync.

3. Select the account to be deleted > Tap Remove account > Remove account.

At this time, all information on the contacts, emails and setting which are downloaded or synchronized from/with the 

removed account will be deleted, too.
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Getting to know the Home screen
When the device is in idle mode, you will see the home screen. You can add your favorite apps, shortcuts, folders and widgets so they’re 

always just taps away.

You can use up to seven extra screens. Slide your finger horizontally to the left or right and you’ll discover more space for 

adding icons, widgets, and more. Press  Home to return to the main Home screen (that is, the center home screen).

Previewing the Home screen

1. From the Home Screen, tap and hold  Apps.

2. When you choose a desired Home screen, the screen moves to the selected Home screen.
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Third Icon Menu
You can set and use three applications at most on the third icon from the left among four Dock menu, which are at the 

bottom of the Home Screen.

    

Using the Third icon menu

1. Swipe the third icon of the Home screen’s Dock menu lightly up/down/left/right.

You can check the icons of applications has been configured.

2. Tap the icon of the application you want to run.

You will be also able to see which application has been configured by holding down on the icon.

1. From the Home Screen, tap and hold Third icon menu on Dock menu(By default,  Browser is set).

2. Three menu icons are displayed. You can select a desired menu by tapping it.

By default, Browser,  Email , and  Gallery are set.

3. To go back to the original status, You can tap  . Or just press  Back.

Changing the Third icon menu

1. If you want to change the home screen menu, press  Menu >   Add >  Third icon menu.

Or just tap and hold on the Home screen >  Third icon menu. 

2. Select up to three applications from the Applications list > tap OK. 
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Customizing the Home Screen
You can add Home screen menu,  Shortcuts, Widgets, Folders and Wallpapers to any part of the Home screen. You can 

also change the wallpaper.

Adding an item to the Home screen
1. Open the Home screen where you want to add the item.

2. Press  Menu >  Add. Or just tap and hold an empty location on the Home screen.

3. In the menu that opens, tap the type of the item to add.

  Home screen menu In this menu, you can select up to three applications from the Applications menu and set them as Dock menu.

  Shortcuts Shortcuts can cover such functions as Applications, Bookmark, Contact, Direct dial, Direct message, 

Directions & Navigation, Latitude, Music playlist, Settings and Gmail label. 

  Widgets With this application, you easily use such functions as Analog clock, AnalogClock, Bookmarks, Calendar, 

DigitalClock, DualClock, Facebook, Google Search, Home screen tips, Latitude, Mail, Market, Message, 

Music Player, News, News and Weather, Picture frame, Power Control, Rate Places, Twitter(large), 

Twitter(small), Weather and Youtube.

  Folders If you create a new folder, you can drag icons into the folder to arrange the icons. Or you can add All 

contacts, Bluetooth received, Contacts with phone numbers, Facebook phonebook, Polaris® Office Recent 

Documents and Starred contacts folder to the Home screen.

  Wallpapers You can choose one among Gallery, Live wallpaper or Wallpapers and change the background screen.

Moving an item on the Home screen
1. From the Home screen, tap and hold the item you want to move, until it vibrates. Don’t lift your finger.

2. Drag the item to a new location on the Home screen.

3. Lift your finger on the location where you want to put the item.

From the Home screen, tap Apps and move an item from the Launcher to the Home screen in the same way.

Removing an item from the Home screen
1.  From the Home screen, tap and hold the item you want to remove, until it vibrates. Don’t lift your finger.    

The Dock menu changes into the .

2. Drag the item to the .

3. When the icon turns red, lift your finger.

Changing the Home screen Wallpaper
1. From the Home screen, press  Menu >  Wallpaper. Or just tap and hold an empty location on the Home screen > 

 Wallpapers.

2. Tap one of the following:

 Gallery Select Gallery or Polaris® Office. Choose a photo that you have taken using the camera or copied to your 

microSD card. You can crop the picture before setting it as a wallpaper.

 Live wallpapers Choose from preset animated wallpapers. 

 Wallpapers Choose a present wallpaper.

3. Tap Save or Set wallpaper.
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Renaming a folder
1. Tap the folder to open it.

Notification icons

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Notifications Panel
When you get a new notification, you can open the Notifications panel to see the message, reminder or event notification.

Opening the Notifications panel
1. Tap and hold the status bar, and then slide your finger downward to open the Notifications panel.

If you get several notifications, you can scroll down the screen to see them all.

Responding to a notification
1. Open the Notifications panel.

2. Your current notifications are listed in the panel. Each notification has a brief description.

3. Tap a notification to respond to it.

Closing the Notifications panel
Drag the bar at the lower part of the Notifications panel to upward. Or just press  Back.
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Opening and Switching Applications
The Launcher, which you open from the Home screen, holds icons for all of the applications on your phone, including any 

applications that you downloaded and installed from Android Market or other sources.

Opening and closing the Launcher
1. From the Home screen, tap  Apps.

2. Press  Home or  Back to close the Launcher.

 

Switching to a recently used application
1. From the Home screen, press and hold  Home.

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Sleep mode
Sleep mode saves battery power by putting your phone into a low power state while the display is off.  You’ll still receive 

messages and calls though.

Switching to Sleep mode
Press  Power/Lock to turn off the display and switch your phone to Sleep mode. 

Or, your phone is automatically switched to Sleep mode if you don’t use it for a while. To set screen timeout, from the Home 

screen, tap  Apps >  Settings >  Display > Screen timeout.

Waking up from Sleep mode
Your phone automatically wakes up when you have an incoming call. To wake it up manually, press  Power/Lock. 

You’ll need to unlock the screen.

Unlocking the screen
On the lock screen, tap the unlock icon and slide your finger to the right to unlock the screen or answer an incoming call.

NOTE    If you have set up a screen unlock pattern, pin, or password, you will be asked to draw the pattern on the screen or enter the PIN or password before it 
is unlocked.

Unlocking your screen with unlock security

volume to your desired level.

 While in the lowest ringer volume level, press  Volume down once to set your phone to Silent mode. 

 While in Silent mode, press  Volume up once to switch to rintone mode. 

Adjusting the media volume
When playing music or watching video, press  Volume up or  Volume down on the left panel of the phone to adjust 

the media volume. 

Adjusting the earpiece volume for phone calls
During a phone call, press  Volume up or  Volume down.

Adjusting the volume via settings
1. From the Home screen, tap  Apps >  Settings. Or press  Menu >  Settings.

2. Tap  Sound > Volume.

3. Drag the volume sliders to the left or right to adjust the volume levels of your phone’s Ringtone, Media, Alarms and 
notification.

Answering or rejecting calls
When you receive a phone call, the Incoming call screen displays the caller ID icon, name, and phone number.  

When you receive a phone call from someone who is not stored in your Contacts, only the default caller ID icon and phone

All incoming calls are recorded in the Call log. If you miss a call, you receive a notification.

Using In-call Options
When a call is in progress, there are several options available by tapping a corresponding item.

Bluetooth When a Bluetooth headset is paired and connected to your phone, you can conduct all calls on the headset for hands-free

On the All messages screen, all your sent and received messages are neatly grouped into conversations, by contact names 

or phone numbers. You can:

 Scroll up or down the list of conversations by swiping your finger on the screen.

 Tap the photo or  to open a menu where you can quickly choose how to communicate with the contact.

You can also view your messages on the Home screen with the Messages widget. 

Sending a Message

Sending a message (SMS)
If you exceed the limit on the number of characters for a single text message, your text message will be delivered as one 

but will be billed as more than one message.

2. Tap New message. Or press  Menu >  Compose.

3. Enter the phone number in the To field. Fill in one or more recipients. You can:

 Enter the first few letters of a contact name or start digits of a mobile number. One or a few contacts from your stored 
contacts, which are matched with what your type, are displayed.

 Tap  > select the contacts you want to send the message > ADD.

4. Tap the box that says Type to compose > Enter your message.

 Add Cc/Bcc Send a copy to another recipients using Cc/Bcc. Especially, receiver’s information in the Bcc field will be hidden 

from every recipient’s view.

 Attach Send a Pictures, Videos, Audio, vCard, vCalendar and Slideshow with the message.

 Send Send message.

 Insert smiley Send a smiley with the message.

 Discard Erase a composed message.

 All threads Go back to the screen that shows all threads of message.

5. Tap Send.

Press  Back to save it as a draft. 
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NOTE    Your text message automatically becomes a multimedia message when you enter receiver’s email address, add a message subject, attach an 

item, or compose a very long message.

Sending a multimedia message (MMS)
To compose a multimedia message, start by creating a new text message. Then choose the type of attachment to include

 vCard You’re prompted to tap a contact from the Contacts list to attach it.

 vCalendar You’re prompted to tap an event from Calendar and attach it.

 Slideshow A screen opens where you can assemble photos into a slideshow of up to 10 slides to attach to the message.

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Talk
Talk is Google’s instant messaging program. It lets you communicate with other people who also use Google Talk, on a 

phone, on the web, or with a desktop application.

Signing in or out of  Talk 

Opening Talk and Signing in

When you first open Talk, your Friends list is displayed.

When you first turn on your phone and sign into your Google Account, you are already signed in to Google Talk. You remain 

signed in, even when you’re using other applications, until you deliberately sign out.

Talk syncs data only from the first Google Account you signed into on your phone.

Signing out of Talk

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Maps
You use Maps to find current location and get directions to places you want to go to. You can search addresses, landmarks, 

places of business and place of interest directly on a street map or satellite image. 

NOTE       You need an active mobile data or Wi-Fi connection to use Maps. 
In order to find your location on your phone, you need to enable location services. From the Home screen, tap  Apps >  Settings >  
Location & security. And select one or both of the Use wireless networks, Use GPS satellites.
Maps does not cover every country or city.

Opening and viewing Maps

Viewing your location

1. From the Home screen, tap  Apps >  Maps.

2. While viewing a map, tap  .  

 shows your location on the map and points north for your reference. 

Moving around

1. From the Home screen, tap  Apps >  Maps.

2. While viewing a map, swipe to any direction on the screen.

To view surrounding areas, swipe to any direction on the screen.

To zoom in or out, tap   or  .

 To step forward or backward, drag  Pegman to highlight where you want to go with a lightly shaded circle on roads, 
then drop it.

 To view a building in detail, drag  Pegman to highlight where you want to view with a lightly shaded rectangle on a 
building, then drop it.

Searching for a location
You can search for a location, such as an address or a type of business or establishment.

1. From the Home screen, tap  Apps >  Maps.

2. Tap the Search Maps field on top of the screen. 

3. Enter the place you want to search. As you enter the location to look for, suggested matches from your contacts, the web, 
and previously searched items are displayed.

Tap  to search for the location you entered.

Tap a suggested search item.

4. The search results are displayed as  markers with letter labels on the map.

Tap a   marker > Tap its balloon to see more information.

Tap a  to show the search results as a list > Tap the location to see more information.
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Viewing map layers
Initially, Google Maps opens with a street map. You can view additional map layers, such as satellite images, traffic 

information, your Google Latitude friends’ locations, and Wikipedia information on locations. You can also view maps that 

you and other people have created in Google Maps on the web. You can add multiple layers or remove only certain layers 

so you control exactly what information you want visible on the map at the same time.

2. Tap  . A dialog opens with a list of layers as well as shortcuts to any recent searches.

3. Tap the layer you’d like to view. Or tap a checked layer to hide it.

Tap More Layers to access My Maps, Bicycling, Wikipedia, Transit Lines, Favorite Places and more.

Tap Clear map to clear the map of all layers.

Depending on the layer, its information appears over the base map or changes the map entirely. Some layers provide 

additional interactive info on the map as well. If you see an icon on the map, just select it to see if more info is available.

Getting directions
Get detailed directions to your destination. Maps can provide directions for travel by foot, public transportation, bicycle, or 

car.

Navigation
Navigation is an internet-connected GPS navigation system with voice guidance.

You can use Navigation to get turn-by-turn driving directions, both spoken and displayed on your screen.

NOTE       You need an active mobile data or Wi-Fi connection to use Navigation. 
In order to find your location on your phone, you need to enable location services. From the Home screen, tap  Apps >  Settings >   
Location & security. And select one or both of the Use wireless networks, Use GPS satellites.

Opening Navigation
From the Home screen, tap  Apps > Navigation.

After finding Driving Directions with Map, tap .

Using Navigation
You can view your progress on your route with a number of layers of information. You can zoom in and out of the map and 

drag the map to view adjacent areas. You can also view your progress in Satellite or Street View and check traffic conditions 

along your route.

1. From the Home screen, tap  Apps > Navigation.

2. From the list of destination options,

Tap  to customize your route to avoid highways or tolls.

Tap  Map to begin tracking your journey, even if you haven’t chosen a destination.

Navigating with turn-by-turn directions

1. From the Home screen, tap  Apps > Navigation.

2. From the list of destination options,

Tap  Speak Destination to search the destination with voice.

Tap  Type Destination to enter the destination.

Tap  Contacts to using contacts to set destination. 

Tap  Starred Places to select the destination from starred places.

Tap a recent destination to select previous destination.

A map opens with your route drawn in blue and your next turn described at the top.

As you navigate your route, each direction is spoken in turn, and the next turn is displayed. Your current location and 

direction are shown as a blue arrow on the map, which follows your location as you navigate your route.

Maps downloads and temporarily stores a copy of the directions and other information about your route on the phone, so 

if you lose your connection to a data network, you can still navigate to your destination.

You can control the volume of the spoken directions with  Volume up /  Volume down. To turn the spoken directions 

off, press  Menu >  Mute.
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Previewing your route

You can preview each turn in your route in Navigation, Satellite, and other views.

1. From the Home screen, tap  Apps > Navigation.

2. Tap the banner at the top of the screen.

3. Tap or  to preview the next or previous segment of your route.

When you preview a route, tap  Pegman to switch to the street-level view of your route. In street-level view.

4. Tap  to return to your current location and next turn direction.

Changing views of your route

You can view your progress on your route as a map with a number of layers of information. You can zoom in and out of the 

map and drag it to view adjacent areas. You can also view your progress in Satellite or Street View.

1. From the Home screen, tap  Apps > Navigation.

2. 

Press  Menu > Layers to switch to views that show traffic or a Satellite View, or to show the locations of parking, 

restaurants, and other landmarks along your route.

Press  Menu > Route Info for a high-level summary view of your route, with options to pick a new route, see 

traffic information, and so on. 

Tap  while on the Route Info screen to view each turn in your route as a scrolling list of written directions.

Drag on the map to view adjacent areas, or tap the map to see controls for zooming in and out.

Getting an alternate route to your destination

If traffic is slow on your current route, or if you just want to try a different route, you can request an alternate route from 

the Google Maps Navigation service.

1. From the Home screen, tap  Apps > Navigation.

3. Select the alternate route you’d like to use to resume turn-by-turn guidance.

Exiting Navigation

You can exit Navigation mode when you reach your destination, or at any time.

1. From the Home screen, tap  Apps > Navigation.

2. Press  Menu > Exit Navigation.
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Latitude
Latitude allows you to share your location with friends and view their locations on a map. 

Your location is not shared automatically. You must join Latitude, and then invite your friends to view your location or 

accept their invitations. Only friends that you have explicitly invited or accepted can see your location.

NOTE       You need an active mobile data or Wi-Fi connection to use Latitude. 
In order to find your location on your phone, you need to enable location services. From the Home screen, tap  Apps >  Settings >   
Location & security. And select one or both of the Use wireless networks, Use GPS satellites.

Joining and opening latitude

Joining Latitude

1. From the Home screen, tap  Apps >  Map.

2. Press  Menu >   Join Latitude. The first time you join Latitude, you’re prompted to accept or reject the Google 
privacy policy.

Adding friends
Add friends to Latitude to share your location with them and request to see their location. Only friends you have explicitly 

invited or accepted can see your location within Latitude.

Inviting friends

2. Tap  or press  Menu >   Add friends.

Tap Select from Contacts > Check all of the contacts you want to invite > Add friends > When asked to confirm, Yes.

Tap Add via email address > Enter one or more email addresses, separated by “ , ” > Add friends > When asked to 

confirm, Yes.

Tap  to add a friend from Suggested friends’ list > Yes.

If your friends are current Latitude users, they will appear at the top of your Google Contacts lists with a Latitude icon. 

Current users will receive both a location request email and a pending location request within Latitude. 

If your friends aren’t using Latitude, they’ll receive a location request email, but they must sign into Latitude with a 

supported Google Account before they can accept your request. If you invite a friend’s email address that does not have 

a Google Account created for it, you or your friends will need to re-send any location requests once they have signed into 

Latitude with a supported Google Account. 

Responding to an invitation

1. When you get a sharing request from a friend, from the Home screen, tap  Apps >  Latitude.

Tap Accept and share back to share locations between you and your friend.

Tap Accept, but hide my location to see the friend’s location, but the friend can’t see yours.

When you open Latitude, you can see a list of your Latitude friends, with a summary of their last known locations, 
status, and so on.

not have an arrow and appears in the middle of the city.

You can open a screen with details about your friend and many connection options.

While using Map mode, tap the friend’s photo. Your friend’s name appears in a balloon. Tap the balloon.

From the Latitude Friend’s list, tap a friend.

Managing a friend

You can communicate with your friend and set privacy options.

1. From the Home screen, tap  Apps >  Latitude.

2. From the friend’s profile, 

Tap  to view the friend’s location on the map.

Tap  to get directions to the friend’s location.

Tap  to view the friend’s location in street view.

Tap friend’s photo to open Quick contact and let you view your friend’s contact details, send your friend an email, and more.

Tap Sharing options to change sharing options of the friend.

Share best available location Share your precise location information.

Share only city level location Share only the city you’re in, not the street-level location. Your friend can see your picture in the 

middle of the city you’re in. 

Hide from this friend Stop sharing your location with this friend, in a list or on a map.

Tap Remove this friend to remove the friend from your list and stop sharing locations altogether.

Privacy settings
You have control over how and when your friends can find you in Latitude. Only the last location sent to Latitude is stored 

with your Google Account. If you turn off Latitude or are hiding, no location is stored.

Location reporting Detect your location Let Latitude detect and update your location as you move.

The update frequency is determined by several factors, such as your phone’s 

battery charge level and how recently your location has changed.

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Calendar
Calendar on the phone works with the web-based Google Calendar calendaring service for creating and managing events, 

meetings, and appointments. It also works with the Microsoft Exchange ActiveSync calendaring service.

Opening Calendar
1. From the Home screen, tap  Apps >  Calendar.

Events from each calendar are displayed in a different color. For information about which calendars are displayed on your 

phone. Calendar shows the current time (the red marker and horizontal line in some views) and the time for events using 

your local time zone by default, as provided by the mobile network you’re connected to. If you’re traveling, you can set a 

home time zone and use it in Calendar instead. 

Creating an event
You can use Calendar on your phone to create events that appear on your phone and in Google Calendar on the web.

1. From the Home screen, tap  Apps >  Calendar.

Swipe up or down to view earlier or later events.

In Day, Week, or Agenda view, tap an event.

In Month view, tap a day to switch to Day view > Tap an event.

You change any event reminders or tap  to add one. 

Editing or deleting an event

You can an edit an event that you created on the phone or on the web. You can also edit events created by others, if they 

have given you permission.

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Synchronizing and displaying calendars
You can select which calendars to show or hide on your phone’s Calendar, and which ones to keep synchronized.

When you open Android Market for the first time, you must read and accept the terms of service to continue.

The first time you use your phone to buy an item from Market, when you’re prompted to enter your billing information, 

you can set up a Google Checkout account.

NOTE       When you’ve used Google Checkout once to purchase an application from  Market, the phone remembers your password, so you don’t need to 

enter it the next time. For this reason, you should secure your phone to prevent others from using it without your permission. 

Managing your downloads

YouTube is Google’s online video streaming service for viewing, discovering, and sharing videos.

your Favorites, upload videos, or take advantage of many other YouTube features, you must sign into your YouTube account.

If one of the Google Accounts on your phone is already a YouTube account, you’re prompted to use it to sign in. Otherwise, 

you can add a YouTube account.

If you’re not already signed in, the first time you use a YouTube feature that requires an account, you’re prompted to sign in.

If you have used Browser recently, the last webpage you’ve 
opened is displayed. Select a link in a webpage to surf web pages.

windows at once and switch from one website to another.

Turning Bluetooth on or off

3. Check or uncheck Bluetooth to turn it on or off.

Changing the phone’s Bluetooth name
The phone name identifies your phone to other devices.

5. Enter the name for your phone in the dialog box > OK.

Pairing your phone with a Bluetooth device

5. Tap ID of the other device in the list in Settings to pair them.

Connecting to a Bluetooth device

To Send Files, you need to have an SD Card installed in your phone.

NOTE    The first time you transfer information between your phone and another device, you need to enter or confirm a security passcode. After that, 
your phone and the other device are paired, and you will not need to exchange Passcode to transfer information in the future.

1. On your phone, open the application that contains the information or file you want to send.

2. Follow the steps for the type of item you want to send.

3. If you are prompted to turn on Bluetooth, tap Yes.

4. Tap the name of the receiving device.

5. If prompted, accept the connection on the receiving device, and enter the same passcode on both your phone and the 
other device, or confirm the auto-generated passcode.

6. On the receiving device, accept the file.

Receiving information from another device
Your device is capable of receiving a wide variety of file types with Bluetooth, including photos, music tracks, and 

documents such as PDFs.

To receive files from another device, you need to have an SD card installed in your phone.

1. From the Home screen, tap  Apps >  Settings.

2. Tap  Wireless & networks > Bluetooth settings.

3. If Bluetooth isn’t turned on, check Bluetooth to turn it on.

4. Tap the Discoverable check box.

5. On the sending device, send one or more files to your phone. 

6. If prompted, Enter the same passcode on both your phone and the other device, or confirm the auto-generated passcode. 
A Bluetooth authorization request is displayed on your phone.

7. When your phone receives a file transfer request notification, slide down the notifications panel, and then tap Accept.

8.  When a file is transferred, a notification is displayed. To open the file immediately, slide down the notifications panel, and 

then tap the relevant notification.

Adding the Bluetooth received folder to the Home screen
You can add a folder to the Home screen that shows all files you have received with Bluetooth.

1. Tap and hold an empty location on the Home screen, tap Folders > Bluetooth received.

2. Tap and hold the Bluetooth received folder icon, and drag it to the Home screen position you want.

To view the folder contents, tap the folder icon. To open a file, tap the file name.

Electronic devices
Your wireless handheld portable telephone is a low power radio transmitter and receiver. When it is ON, it receives and also 

sends out radio frequency (RF) signals.

Most modern electronic equipment is shielded from RF energy. However, certain electronic equipment may not be 

shielded against the RF signals from your wireless phone. Therefore, use of your SHARP ADS1 must be restricted in certain 

situations.

Pacemakers

Never come closer than six (6) inches to a person with a heart pacemaker implant when using your SHARP ADS1. Doing so 

could result in interference with the function of the pacemaker.

Persons with pacemakers:

ALWAYS keep the phone more than six inches from your pacemaker when the phone is turned on.

Do not carry the phone in a breast pocket.

Use the ear opposite the pacemaker to minimize the potential for interference.

If you have any reason to suspect that interference is taking place, turn your SHARP ADS1 OFF immediately.
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Hearing AIDS
Some digital wireless phones may interfere with some hearing aids. In the event of such interference, you may want to 

consult your service provider (or call the customer service line to discuss alternatives).

Other medical devices

FCC regulations prohibit using your SHARP ADS1 while in the air. Turn your phone OFF before boarding an aircraft. Always 

request and obtain prior consent and approval of an authorized airline representative before using your phone aboard 

an aircraft. Always follow the instructions of the airline representative whenever using your phone aboard an aircraft, to 

prevent any possible interference with airborne electronic equipment.

Blasting areas
To avoid interfering with blasting operations, turn your SHARP ADS1 OFF when in a “blasting area“ or in areas posted “Turn 

off two-way radio“. Obey all signs and instructions.

Potentially explosive atmospheres
Turn your SHARP ADS1 OFF when in any area with a potentially explosive atmosphere and obey all signs and instructions. 

Sparks in such areas could cause an explosion or fire resulting in bodily injury or even death.

Areas with a potentially explosive atmosphere are often, but not always, clearly marked. They include fueling areas such 

as gas stations: below deck on boats: fuel or chemical transfer or storage facilities: vehicles using liquefied petroleum gas 

(such as propane or butane): areas where the air contains chemicals or particles, such as grain, dust, or metal powders: 

and any other area where you would normally be advised to turn off your vehicle’s engine.

Hearing AID compatibility with mobile phones
When some mobile phones are used near some hearing devices (hearing aids and cochlear implants), users may detect a 

buzzing, humming, or whining noise. Some hearing devices are more immune than others to this interference noise, and 

phones also vary in the amount of interference they generate.

The wireless telephone industry has developed ratings for some of their mobile phones, to assist hearing device users in 

finding phones that may be compatible with their hearing devices. Not all phones have been rated. Phones that are rated 
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have the rating on their box or a label on the box.

The ratings are not guarantees. Results will vary depending on the user’s hearing device and hearing loss. If your hearing 

device happens to be vulnerable to interference, you may not be able to use a rated phone successfully. Trying out the 

phone with your hearing device is the best way to evaluate it for your personal needs.

M-Ratings: Phones rated M3 or M4 meet FCC requirements and are likely to generate less interference to hearing devices 

than phones that are not labeled. M4 is the better/higher of the two ratings.

T-Ratings: Phones rated T3 or T4 meet FCC requirements and are likely to be more usable with a hearing device’s telecoil 

(“T Switch” or “Telephone Switch”) than unrated phones. T4 is the better/higher of the two ratings. (Note that not all 

hearing devices have telecoils in them.)

Hearing devices may also be measured for immunity to this type of interference. Your hearing device manufacturer or 

hearing health professional may help you find results for your hearing device.

The more immune your hearing aid is, the less likely you are to experience interference noise from mobile phones.

In August 1996 the Federal Communications Commission (FCC) of the United States with its action in Report and Order FCC

Body-worn operation

Your wireless phone is a radio transmitter and receiver. It is designed and manufactured not to exceed the emission limits 

for exposure to radiofrequency (RF) energy set by the Federal Communications Commission of the U.S. Government. These 

limits are part of comprehensive guidelines and establish permitted levels of RF energy for the general population. The 

guidelines are based on standards that were developed by independent scientific organizations through periodic and 

thorough evaluation of scientific studies.

The exposure standard for wireless mobile phones employs a unit of measurement known as the Specific Absorption Rate, 

or SAR. The SAR limit set by the FCC is 1.6 W/kg. * Tests for SAR are conducted with the phone transmitting at its highest 

certified power level in all tested frequency bands. Although the SAR is determined at the highest certified power level, 

the actual SAR level of the phone while operating can be well below the maximum value. This is because the phone is 
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designed to operate at multiple power levels so as to use only the power required to reach the network. In general, the 

closer you are to a wireless base station antenna, the lower the power output. Before a phone model is available for sale 

to the public, it must be tested and certified to the FCC that it does not exceed the limit established by the government 

adopted requirement for safe exposure.

The tests are performed in positions and locations (e.g., at the ear and worn on the body) as required by the FCC for each 

model. While there may be differences between the SAR levels of various phones and at various positions, they all meet 

the government requirement for safe exposure.

FDA consumer update

    U.S. Food and Drug Administration Cell Phone Facts Consumer Information on Wireless Phones

1. What kinds of phones are the subject of this update?

The term “wireless phone“ refers here to handheld wireless phones with built-in antennas, often called “cell,“ “mobile,“ or 

“PCS“ phones.

These types of wireless phones can expose the user to measurable radiofrequency energy (RF) because of the short 

distance between the phone and the user’s head. These RF exposures are limited by Federal Communications Commission 

safety guidelines that were developed with the advice of FDA and other federal health and safety agencies.

When the phone is located at greater distances from the user, the exposure to RF is drastically lower because a person’s 

RF exposure decreases rapidly with increasing distance from the source. The so-called “cordless phones,“ which have a 

base unit connected to the telephone wiring in a house, typically operate at far lower power levels, and thus produce RF 

exposures well within the FCC’s compliance limits.

2. Do wireless phones pose a health hazard?

The available scientific evidence does not show that any health problems are associated with using wireless phones. There 

is no proof, however, that wireless phones are absolutely safe. Wireless phones emit low levels of radiofrequency energy 

(RF) in the microwave range while being used. They also emit very low levels of RF when in the standby mode. Whereas 

high levels of RF can produce health effects (by heating tissue), exposure to low level RF that does not produce heating 
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effects causes no known adverse health effects.

Many studies of low level RF exposures have not found any biological effects. Some studies have suggested that some 

biological effects may occur, but such findings have not been confirmed by additional research.

In some cases, other researchers have had difficulty in reproducing those studies, or in determining the reasons for 

inconsistent results.

3 . What is FDA’s role concerning the safety of wireless phones?

Under the law, FDA does not review the safety of radiation-emitting consumer products such as wireless phones before 

they can be sold, as it does with new drugs or medical devices. However, the agency has authority to take action if wireless 

phones are shown to emit radiofrequency energy (RF) at a level that is hazardous to the user. In such a case, FDA could 

require the manufacturers of wireless phones to notify users of the health hazard and to repair, replace or recall the phones 

so that the hazard no longer exists.

Although the existing scientific data do not justify FDA regulatory actions, FDA has urged the wireless phone industry to 

take a number of steps, including the following:

Support needed research into possible biological effects of RF of the type emitted by wireless phones:

Design wireless phones in a way that minimizes any RF exposure to the user that is not necessary for device function: and

Cooperate in providing users of wireless phones with the best possible information on possible effects of wireless phone 

use on human health

FDA belongs to an interagency working group of the federal agencies that have responsibility for different aspects of RF 

safety to ensure coordinated efforts at the federal level. The following agencies belong to this working group:

National Institute for Occupational Safety and Health

Environmental Protection Agency

Federal Communications Commission

Occupational Safety and Health Administration

National Telecommunications and Information Administration

The National Institutes of Health participates in some interagency working group activities, as well.

FDA shares regulatory responsibilities for wireless phones with the Federal Communications Commission (FCC). All phones 

that are sold in the United States must comply with FCC safety guidelines that limit RF exposure. FCC relies on FDA and 

other health agencies for safety questions about wireless phones.

FCC also regulates the base stations that the wireless phone networks rely upon. While these base stations operate at 

higher power than do the wireless phones themselves, the RF exposures that people get from these base stations are 

typically thousands of times lower than those they can get from wireless phones. Base stations are thus not the primary 

subject of the safety questions discussed in this document.

4. What are the results of the research done already?

The research done thus far has produced conflicting results, and many studies have suffered from flaws in their research 

methods. Animal experiments investigating the effects of radiofrequency energy (RF) exposures characteristic of wireless 

phones have yielded conflicting results that often cannot be repeated in other laboratories. A few animal studies, however, 

have suggested that low levels of RF could accelerate the development of cancer in laboratory animals.

However, many of the studies that showed increased tumor development used animals that had been genetically 

engineered or treated with cancer-causing chemicals so as to be pre-disposed to develop cancer in the absence of RF 

exposure. Other studies exposed the animals to RF for up to 22 hours per day. These conditions are not similar to the 

conditions under which people use wireless phones, so we don’t know with certainty what the results of such studies

mean for human health. Three large epidemiology studies have been published since December 2000. Between them, 

the studies investigated any possible association between the use of wireless phones and primary brain cancer, glioma, 

meningioma, or acoustic neuroma, tumors of the brain or salivary gland, leukemia, or other cancers. None of the studies 

demonstrated the existence of any harmful health effects from wireless phone RF exposures. However, none of the studies 

can answer questions about long-term exposures, since the average period of phone use in these studies was around three 

years.

5. What research is needed to decide whether RF exposure from wireless phones poses a health risk?

A combination of laboratory studies and epidemiological studies of people actually using wireless phones would provide 

some of the data that are needed. Lifetime animal exposure studies could be completed in a few years. However, very 

large numbers of animals would be needed to provide reliable proof of a cancer promoting effect if one exists.

Epidemiological studies can provide data that is directly applicable to human populations, but 10 or more years’ follow-up 

may be needed to provide answers about some health effects, such as cancer. This is because the interval between the 

time of exposure to a cancer-causing agent and the time tumors develop - if they do - may be many, many years.

The interpretation of epidemiological studies is hampered by difficulties in measuring actual RF exposure during day-to-

day use of wireless phones. Many factors affect this measurement, such as the angle at which the phone is held, or which 

model of phone is used.

6. What is FDA doing to find out more about the possible health effects of wireless phone RF?

FDA is working with the U.S. National Toxicology Program and with groups of investigators around the world to ensure that 

high priority animal studies are conducted to address important questions about the effects of exposure to radiofrequency 

energy (RF).

FDA has been a leading participant in the World Health Organization International Electromagnetic Fields (EMF) Project 

since its inception in 1996. An influential result of this work has been the development of a detailed agenda of research 

needs that has driven the establishment of new research programs around the world. The Project has also helped develop 

a series of public information documents on EMF issues.

FDA and the Cellular Telecommunications & Internet Association (CTIA) have a formal Cooperative Research and 

Development Agreement(CRADA) to do research on wireless phone safety. FDA provides the scientific oversight, obtaining 

input from experts in government, industry, and academic organizations. CTIA-funded research is conducted through 

contracts to independent investigators. The initial research will include both laboratory studies and studies of wireless 

phone users. The CRADA will also include a broad assessment of additional research needs in the context of the latest 

research developments around the world.

7. What steps can I take to reduce my exposure to radiofrequency energy from my wireless phone?

If there is a risk from these products--and at this point we do not know that there is--it is probably very small. But if 

you are concerned about avoiding even potential risks, you can take a few simple steps to minimize your exposure to 

radiofrequency energy (RF). Since time is a key factor in how much exposure a person receives, reducing the amount of 

time spent using a wireless phone will reduce RF exposure.

If you must conduct extended conversations by wireless phone every day, you could place more distance between your 
body and the source of the RF, since the exposure level drops off dramatically with distance. For example, you could use a 
headset and carry the wireless phone away from your body or use a wireless phone connected to a remote antenna.

Again, the scientific data do not demonstrate that wireless phones are harmful. But if you are concerned about the RF 

exposure from these products, you can use measures like those described above to reduce your RF exposure from wireless 

phone use.

8. What about children using wireless phones?

The scientific evidence does not show a danger to users of wireless phones, including children and teenagers. If you want 
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to take steps to lower exposure to radiofrequency energy (RF), the measures described above would apply to children and 

teenagers using wireless phones.

Reducing the time of wireless phone use and increasing the distance between the user and the RF source will reduce RF 

exposure. Some groups sponsored by other national governments have advised that children be discouraged from using 

wireless phones at all.

For example, the government in the United Kingdom distributed leaflets containing such a recommendation in December 

2000. They noted that no evidence exists that using a wireless phone causes brain tumors or other ill effects. Their 

recommendation to limit wireless phone use by children was strictly precautionary: it was not based on scientific evidence 

that any health hazard exists.

9. Do hands-free kits for wireless phones reduce risks from exposure to RF emissions?

Since there are no known risks from exposure to RF emissions from wireless phones, there is no reason to believe that 

hands-free kits reduce risks. Hands-free kits can be used with wireless phones for convenience and comfort. These systems 

reduce the absorption of RF energy in the head because the phone, which is the source of the RF emissions, will not be 

placed against the head. On the other hand, if the phone is mounted against the waist or other part of the body during 

use, then that part of the body will absorb more RF energy. Wireless phones marketed in the U.S. are required to meet 

safety requirements regardless of whether they are used against the head or against the body. Either configuration should 

result in compliance with the safety limit.

10. Do wireless phone accessories that claim to shield the head from RF radiation work?

Since there are no known risks from exposure to RF emissions from wireless phones, there is no reason to believe that 

accessories that claim to shield the head from those emissions reduce risks. Some products that claim to shield the user 

from RF absorption use special phone cases, while others involve nothing more than a metallic accessory attached to the 

phone.

Studies have shown that these products generally do not work as advertised. Unlike “hand-free“ kits, these so-called 

“shields“ may interfere with proper operation of the phone. The phone may be forced to boost its power to compensate, 

leading to an increase in RF absorption. In February 2002, the Federal Trade Commission (FTC) charged two companies that 

sold devices that claimed to protect wireless phone users from radiation with making false and unsubstantiated claims. 

According to FTC, these defendants lacked a reasonable basis to substantiate their claim.

11. What about wireless phone interference with medical equipment?

Radiofrequency energy (RF) from wireless phones can interact with some electronic devices. For this reason, FDA helped 

develop a detailed test method to measure electromagnetic interference (EMI) of implanted cardiac pacemakers and 

defibrillators from wireless telephones. This test method is now part of a standard sponsored by the Association for the 

Advancement of Medical Instrumentation (AAMI). The final draft, a joint effort by FDA, medical device manufacturers, and 

many other groups, was completed in late 2000. This standard will allow manufacturers to ensure that cardiac pacemakers 

and defibrillators are safe from wireless phone EMI.

FDA has tested hearing aids for interference from handheld wireless phones and helped develop a voluntary standard 

sponsored by the Institute of Electrical and Electronic Engineers (IEEE). This standard specifies test methods and 

performance requirements for hearing aids and wireless phones so that that no interference occurs when a person uses a 

“compatible“ phone and a “compatible“ hearing aid at the same time. This standard was approved by the IEEE in 2000.

FDA continues to monitor the use of wireless phones for possible interactions with other medical devices. Should harmful 

interference be found to occur, FDA will conduct testing to assess the interference and work to resolve the problem.

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Emergency calls
Never rely solely upon your wireless phone for essential communications (e.g., medical emergencies), if it can be avoided, 

since a wireless phone requires a complex combination of radio signals, relay stations and landline networks for its 

operation. Consequently, emergency calls may not always be possible under all conditions on all wireless phone systems. 

Your wireless phone, however, may sometimes be the only available means of communication at the scene of an accident. 

When making an emergency call, always give the recipient all necessary information as accurately as possible. Never 

terminate an emergency call until you have received clearance to do so.

FCC enhanced 911 (E911) rules

Background

The Federal Communications Commission (FCC) requires wireless carriers to transmit specific latitude and longitude 

location (Automatic Location Identification = ALI) information as well as “911“ calls to Public Safety Answering Points 

(PSAPs) to identify the location of the caller in case of emergency.

Generally, the rules require that carriers identify an E911 caller’s location within 50 meters of the actual location for 67 

percent of calls and within 150 meters of the actual location for 95 percent of calls. SHARP ADS1’s ALI Capability.

The SHARP ADS1 is an ALI-capable phone equipped with a GPS (Global Positioning System) receiver supporting a satellite-

based GPS ALI-capable network to comply with the FCC’s ALI requirements.

The network compliance with the above FCC requirements is dependent on: (a) the use of digital technology by the 

wireless network: (b) GPS satellite signals being able to reach the handset (such transmissions do not always work indoors, 

for example) : and (c) handset signals reaching wireless “base stations“ (atmospheric and environmental conditions may 

cause variations in handset receiving signal strength).

Also the transmission of the ALI information is subject, in part, to system constraints within the wireless network to which 

the E911 signal is transmitted and over which SHARP ADS1 has no control.

Finally, customers are advised that the SHARP ADS1’s ALI capability is to be used for E911 purposes only.   

This feature allows you to place an emergency call even if your phone is in “Phone Lock“ or “Restrict“ mode when you dial 

the preprogrammed emergency number, 911, #911, or *911. It also operates in out-of-service areas. The phone maintains 

the emergency mode until you Press Power/Lock key after disconnecting an emergency call. In emergency call mode, the 

phone can receive an incoming call from any available system.

To call “911“ in “Phone Lock“ or “Restrict“ mode.

1. Tap Emergency call, and tap 911 in ICE-Emergency call list. 

“911“ and “Emergency call“ will appear on the screen.

Compliance with other FCC regulations

Operating procedures
Never violate any of the following Rules and Regulations of the FCC when using your Cellular Phone. Such violations are 

punishable by fine, imprisonment or both.

Never use obscene, indecent, or profane language.

Never use your Cellular Phone to send false distress calls.

Never wiretap or otherwise intercept a phone call, unless you have first obtained the consent of the parties participating 
in the call.
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Never make any anonymous calls to annoy, harass, or molest other people.

Never charge another account without authorization, to avoid payment for service.

Never willfully or maliciously interfere with any other radio communications.

Never refuse to yield the line when informed that it is needed for an Emergency Call. Also, never take over a line by stating 

falsely that it is needed for an emergency.

General safety

Precautions
Your Handheld Portable Telephone is a high quality piece of equipment. Before operating, read all instructions and 

cautionary markings on the product, battery and adapter/charger.

Failure to follow the directions below could result in serious bodily injury and/or property damage due to battery liquid 

leakage, fire or rupture.

DO NOT use or store this equipment in a place where it will be exposed to high temperatures, such as near an open flame 
or heat-emitting equipment.
