Battery Recharge:
The unit has a built-in Li-ion rechargeable battery, recharge it before use or when the
battery is consumed as follow:

1. Connect the small plug from the supplied USB Connection Cable to the DC IN Jack (Micro
USB Port) on the unit.

2. Connect the other plug to the USB Port on the Computer or any USB Charger having
DC 5V output (Computer and USB Charger not included).

3. During charging, the Red Charging Indicator will illuminate. When finished, it will turned off.

Connect the other end to the Phones Jack; Line Out Jack or AUX Out Jack
on the external Audio Player.

. Press and hold the “() ” Button on the unit approximate 1 second to power

on the unit. The Blue Indicator will illuminate.
