TROUBLE SHOOTING

See below for solutions to common problems.

Symptom Solution

Use the provided USB charging
cable to charge the batt

Check if the headphone is receiving
power from your computer's USB
port; If the headset is not in charge,
please check whether charging
connection is connected and make
sure the power supply to the
headphone is working.

LEDs are not light

Try re-pressing the multi-function
button.
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Try powering off the headphone, and
then power it back on by pressing the
Multi-function button.

Bluetooth not connecting?
Iffailed to pair within 3 minutes,
re-establish pairing between the
headphone and your Bluetooth
device by referring to “connecting the
wireless headphone” in this guide.

Try using the headphone with a
different Bluetooth device.

Make sure the Bluetooth feature is
activated of your device.

The light of state will flash slowly
when Bluetooth headset connected
to your bluetooth device. Bluetooth
headset connection standard
distance is within 10m.

Distorted sound? No sound
atall? Microphone not
working?

Make sure the headphone is selected
as the active output audio device on
your Bluetooth device.

Adjust the volume setlings to an
audible level on both your headphone
and Bluetooth devices.
