Before heis ready toclean, Xrobot must
be fully charged.

To charge
Xrobot, place him near his charging
station and press the CHARGE button.

If Xrobotcan't find his charging station he
needs to be synced with his station.

Sync Xrobot with his charging station

If Xrobotcan't findhis charging station, the stationand Xrobot are out of sync and
you need to sync up their coding. Follow these steps:

4. Plug the adapter into the charging station.

5. Press and hold the Select/Adjust button the charging station.

If you prafer Xrobot to continue cleaningyou can keep him
from going into charging mode by selecting the cleaning mode of your choice
using Xrobot's remota or his cover buttons.

The charging station's default time is 8.00 AM. The staticn displays 08:00 when it's
turned on for the first time, or when you have unplugged it for B or more hours.

Te set the current time and day on Xrobot’s charging station, follow these steps:

b To set the minutes, press the clock button once. The digits for the minutes
will blink. Use the adjust (+) button to select the current minutes. Press the clock
button to move on to the hour digits.

- To set the hours, press the clock button until the digits for hours blink. Use
the adjust (+) button to select the current hours. Press the clock button again to
move on to the weekday,

b Weekdays are defined as:

To set the weekday, press the clock butlon until a weekday symbol blinks on the
screen.

If you would like to skip a certain day, press the (+) button while the weekday icon
is still blinking. When all desired days are selected, press OK to save,

P To deselect a day, press the power button while the day is blinking.

P If Xrobot's charging stationis unplugged or turned off for more than 8 hours, his
schedule will reset,

You can choose any and all weekdays for cleaning. Xrobot starts his cleaning at the

selected time (e.g. 14:30) on all programmed days (e.g. Mo, Tu, Th).




Back-lo-back cleaning cycles [aulo-resume):Set Xrobot to (re)stari
cleaning when fully charged

Xrobot's back-to-back cleaning (auto-resume) moede is among the unigue featuras
that set him apart from other robotic vacuum cleaners. Auto-resume enables Xrobot
to get back to work as soon as his battery is fully recharged.

To activate back-to-back cleaning cycles, press the cycle/OK buttonon Xrobot's
charging station. A broom-shaped sign will light upon Xrobot station's screen This
means that Xrobotis on back-to-back cycles mode and will automatically resume
cleaning whan his battery reaches full charge.

While the broom sign Is on, Xrobot leaves hischarging station and begins
cleaning EVERY TIME his battery is full. To cancel this setling, press the cycle/
OK button again. When activated, Xrobot'sback-to-back cycles mode will stay
in effect until it is turned off by you, or until the charging station is reset after
being unplugged for over 8 hours.

If Xrobot isscheduled to clean, he will leave his station even if he hasn't finished
charging.




Parts & Maintenance



Dustbin

To eject the dustbin, gently push the
button on its back. Pull the dustbin out
with one or both hands.

To empty the dustbin, open the trans-
parent vent on the front.

You may wipe the dustbin with a dry
cloth or brush it with the cleaning tool.

When done, slide the dustbin back
into Xrobot and make sure it is properly
inserted.

Mever wash the dustbin nor fill it with
water or any other fluid.




Filters

Three filters are located inside the dustbin's ceiling; they capture fine particles and
allergens, and prevent their escape from the dustbin.

To remove the filters, gject the dustbin and
pull the filter's frame towards vou.

You will see three filter layers:

+ Mash filter for larger particles
+ Electrostatic filter for fine particles
+ HEPA filter for sub-micran particles

Use the cleaning tool to brush dust off the filters.

It is recommended that you change the electrostatic and HEPA filters every 4 — 6
months, depending on the frequency and intensity of Xrobot’s cleaning.



Main Brush

Femove the screwon Xrobot's main brush
using a Phillips head screwdriver. Keep

You will need
to screw it onto Xrobot using a dark grey
screw from the small plastic bag of
screws included in his package.

Dirt and dust on Xrobot's ground detection and wall sensors can affect his perfor-
mance. Cleaning these sensors regularly ensures that Xrobot keeps working at his
best, Use a soft cloth slightly moistened with cold water or alcohol towipe Xrobot's
ground detection sensors on his belly, and his wall sensors along his bumper.




Blindfold Stickers

Dark-colored carpeting and certain
floor patterns may seem like edges to
Xrobot's ground detection sensors. If you
notice that Xrobot stops with TROUELE
MR 04 on your carpet, you may need
to “blindfold" Xrobot by covering his
ground detection sensors. Xrobot's
ground detection sensors are located
on his underbelly, near his burmper,
While blindfolded, Xrobot will be unable
to detect stairs or sharp edges.

Dirt sensors
For a more efficient clean, Xrobot is equippedwith dirt detection sensors If Xrobot reach

es a particularly dirty spot while cleaning, his dirt detection sensors will activate, the
word DIRTY will appear on his screen,and Xrobot willincrease his cleaning intensity.

Replacing Xrobot's battery

Toreplace Xrobot's battery,remove thebattery cover usinga Phillips head screwdriver,
Carafully lift the battery out of its compartment, and unplug the connecting wires. -
Flug the new battery in at the circuit junction and slide it into the empty compart-
ment. Tightan the screws on the battery cover,

Storing Xrobot

Do not let Xrobot sit idly with his power switch ON for more than a week; switch him
OFF to conserve his battery.

If you arenot using Xrobot foranextended periodof time,unplug the charging station,
remove Xrobot's battery,andstore everything inadry place at room temperature,

Do not leave Xrobotin direct sunlight

Trouble Number 00: Left Wheel
Trouble number 00 pertains to an issue with
Xrobot's left wheel.

What to do:

Start by checking the left wheel for jamming.
Use the cleaning tool or compressed air
to remove any dust or debris that may be
jamming the left wheel. If this does not solve
the problem and Xrobot still shows Trouble
Number 00, perform a checkup test to see
how the wheels respond to the test.




Trouble Number 01: Right Wheel

Trouble number 01 pertains to an issue with
Xrobot's right wheel,

What to do:

Start by checking the right wheel for jamming.
Use the cleaning tool or compressed air
to remove any dust or debris that may be
jamming the right wheel. If this doss not
solve the problem and Xrobot still shows
Trouble Number 01, perform a checkup test
to see how the wheels respond to the test.

rouble Number 02: Main Brush

Trouble number 02 means Xrobot’s main
brush is unable to move freely,

What to do:

Remove the main brush using a Fhilips
head screwdriver, and clean it thorough-
ly from end to end. You may use a par
of scissors to cut hair or thread wrapped
around Xrobot's brush,ora pair of tweezars
to remove congestion from the motor area
(the square metal indentation where the




mainbrush is held)f Xrobot displays Trouble Nr 02 while cleaning on a shagcarpetor
rug, you may remove his main brush and alow him to vacuum without it,

Trouble Number 03: Front Wheel
Trouble number 03 means Xrobot's front wheel is unable to move freely.

What to do:

Remove debris congesting the front wheel using compressed air and the cleaning
tool. If the congestion is not removable from the outside, disconnect the front whesl
using a fiat head screwdriver for leverage, and remove the obstruction. For a com-
prehensive how-to video, visit owners.bobsweep.com.

Trouble Number 04: Ground Detection Sensors

Trouble number 04 means Xrobot's ground de-
tection sensors are blocked or dirty. Xrobot's
four, oval-shaped ground detections sensors
are located on his underbelly, near his bumper.

What to do:

Wipe the sensors using a clean, dry cloth or
dust them using compressed air.

If¥robot frequently displays this trouble number
while working on dark-colored or patterned
carpeting, you may need to blindfold him.Peel the backs off of Xrobot's blindfold
stickers and place them on each of his four sensors so that they are completely
coverad. While blindfolded, Xrobotwill be unable to detect stairs orsharp edges Read
more about Xrobot's blindfold stickers on page 38.
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Trouble Number 05: Wall Sensors

Trouble number 05 means Xrobot's  wall
sensors ara blocked or dirty.

What to do:

Do a visual check on the transparent stripe
on Xrobot's bumper. If itis too dirty for you to
see what is behind it, wipe it with a clean,
damp cloth.

To ensure nothing is jammed under the
bumper, gently tap it and use compressed
air to clear it of debris. If the issue persists,
try running a checkup test on Xrobot.

Trouble Number 0&; Touch Sensors

Trouble number 06 pertains to Xrobot's touch
senszors. It ig likely that a small piece of
debris is trapped under the bumper,

What to do:

Slowly and carefully tap on Xrobot's bumper
to clear out any obstructions. Use '
compressed air to clear it of dust and =
debris.

Press on both ends of the front bumper until you hear a tiny 'click’ sound. If the
bumper is not clicking on its ends, it is possible that one or more of Xrobot's touch
sensors has a broken arm and needs to be replaced.
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Trouble Number 07: Main Brush Installation
Trouble number 07 means Xrobot's main brush is not properly installed,

What to do:

Use a Philips head screwdriver to remove the main brush and put it back in place.
Make sure the brush’s sguare metal end is well fitted into the comesponding square
metal part on the main brush holder.

Trouble Number 08; Dustbin

Trouble number 08 means Xrobot's dustbin is not properly installed, or his dustbin's
metal contact points are dirty.

What to do:

Remove Xrobot's dustbin and empty it. Tum the dustbin around and gently wipe the
two metal connectors on its bottomn. Lastly, clean the metal contact points inside
Xrobot where the dustbin is inserted.

Trouble Number 09: Mainboard

Trouble number 09 generally means Xrobot's mainboard is malfunctioning and needs
to be replaced,

What to do:

Xrobot likely needs to visit the Xrobot hospital for treatment! But don' t worry, Xrobot's
doctors are just an e-mail away. Send a short explanation to www.yxrobot.com,
and leave the rest to them!
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Trouble Number 10: Power System

Trouble number10means Xrobot's power systemis in trouble.

What to do:
The reason for trouble number 10 can range between the following
options:

% The most likely reason for trouble10 isthat Xrobot has got no charge
left and is starving. Plug him directly to the wall and allow him to
charge for a few hours.

++ Xrobot's battery connectors are loose.Open the battery compartment
and check the battery connectors.

“ If Xrobot starts showing trouble number 10 assoon as he
automatically docks on his charging station, the issue can be one of
the following:

-Xrobot is in need of a new charging station.To test this,plug Xrobot
directly to his adapter. If the issue is resolved charging station is the
reason for Xrobots trouble number.

-If the issue persists even after manual recharging and checking the
battery connection,itis likely that Xrobot's adapter is the cause for the
issue. If you have a measuring device handy, check to see if the
current of the adapter is above 560mA.
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Self Checkup System

It can sometimes be difficult to know what exactly is wrong with Xrobot if he is not
feeling well or working the way he used to. To make it easier for you to diagnose
the real reason behind Xrobot's odd behavior or reduced productivity, he is equipped
with a comprehensive home checkup test — a simple procedure that allows you to
examine each of Xrobot's parts independently.

Put Xrobot In checkup mode

Set Xrobot's side power switch to OFF and place him on a light-colored surface.
Whileholdingdown the START buttonon Xrobot's cover, tum Xrobot's power switch ON.

Xrobot will tum on and emit a three-tone beeping tune. The screen will show a word or
a number sign. Xrobot is now in checkup made. Do nat press any buttons,



Step One: Ground detection sensors

Right after Xrobot enters checkup mode and while
¥robot ison the floor, look at his screen, You should
see four lights indicating TROUBLE NR, MIN
CLEANING, CAPACITY, and CHARGING lit up
in the center of Xrobot's display. If all four lights do
not turn ON upon entering the checkup mode,
flip Xrobot over and wipe the ground detecting
sansors with a clean cloth. Check again to see if all four lights tumn on. If the problermn
persists, Xrobot's sensors may ne ed lo be changed. In that case, contact www
yxrobot.com.

To check the ground detection sensors, lift up Xrobet about 6 inches off the ground
(more than 15cm). You will see that the four lights will turn off,

It all four lights turn off while Xrobot is lifted, put Xrobot back onthe floor and continue to
the next step without pressing any additional buttons.

Step Two: Wall sensors

Use a thick, flat, and white
surface, to imitate a wall and
drag it around Xrobot's bumper.
The & indicators along the
top of the display (UV, AUTO,
SPOT, WALL FOLLOW,
DOCK) will light up as you
move vyour imitation  wall
around the bumper.
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Step Three: Touch and bumper sensors

To move on to this test, press the
UV button on the cover twice, The
UV button is located on the lower left
comer of Xrobot's display. Xrobot's
screen will then go blank.
Pressontheright and leftside of Xrobot's
bumper and the words “DIRT" and
“MINS. CLEANING" should light up,
indicating that his sensors are working
properdy. If you press the center of
the bumper, both words appear at
the same time. If any word fais to
light up,it is likely that Xrobot needs a
new bumper. In that case, contact
www yxrobot.com.

Step Four: Display screen

Press the UV button one more time. Each word and icon on the screen will light up
in a repeating rotation.

Step Five: Brush and suction power

Press ¥obot's UV left button one more time until all icons on the screen light upMow
press the PROGRAM button located to right next to the UV button.

In this mode, the brushes start rotating and you will feel air flowing from the back of
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the dustbin. Ignore the signs and numbers on the display in this test mode. I you
do not feel air flowing out of the dustbin then Xrobot’s vacuum motor may need to be
replaced.

Step Sik: UV light and wheels

This final step istotest Xrobot's UV light and his wheels.Hold Xrobot up and lift him
off the floor to keep him from running away! Then press the MODE button and his
wheels will drive forward.,

Mext, flip Xrobot over and you will see his UV lamp light up.

Press MODE once more, Xrobot's wheels will drive backwards and his UV larmp will
turn off,

Xrobot's Cleaning Behavior

Xrabot's cleaning pattern may look quite different from the way a humanwould clean:
he may spin in a gradually widening circle, follow along walls, or zigzag across a
small area. Sometimes he may seem to be ignoring some spaces or spending too
much time on athers—but don't worry! Xrobot's dirt sensors tell him to pay more
attention to particularly dusty orsoiled areas Rest assured, Xrobot willefficiently clean
your home within the course of a full cycle — just check his dustbin for the evidence!

It is best tolet Xrobot work in his own way, evenif his movermneants appear ocdd Maving
hirm around, manipulating his movements, or picking him up may confusa him and
disrupt his cycle.

If you wish to control Xrobot's rmovernents manually,you may use the navigational
buttons on hisremote control Il your rooms are divided by higher ledges than Xrobot
is able to climb, you may gently push him owver.



Xrobot's Challenges

Xrobot isdesignedtomaneuver around furniture of most shapes and sizes, butcertain
configurations may confuse him temporarily. Xrobot may sometimes find it difficult
to clean under chairs with narrow legs, or furniture that is too low for his bumper
sensors to detect. Imegularly-shaped furniture, such as chairs with circular bottoms,
may also confuse him for a moment —but don't waorry, Xrobot usually finds his way
around with time.

Blindfald stickers

Xrobot uses infrared light to detect edges and stairs;because dark-colored carpet
absorbs most light,it may seem like anedge to Xrobot's sensors. If Xrobotcontinually
digplays TROUBLE MR 04 on his screan while working on dark-colored carpet,
simply cover the four ground detection sensors on his underbelly with the blindfold
stickers that carme in his box.Just rermember that whenXrobotis “blindfolded” hewill
not be able to detect edges or stairs!

Main brush

»robot’s main brush,which is designed toreach deep into carpet,may also have trou-
ble turning on rugs with long fibers or fringes.You may remove Xrobot's main brush
and allow him to vacuurm without it whan this happans.

Mop

¥robot's mopwhich is attached to his bottom, is designed to sit flat against the floor
andleavebehind a clean trail Because of this, Xrobot may have a tough time climbing
over elevated surfaces while mopping Make sure to remaove Xrobot's mop whenhe is
not cleaning smooth surfaces such as tile or hardwood.



Inclines

Sometimes Xrobot will atternpt to drive up angled surfaces,getting stuck for afew
minutes before he decides to clean somewhers elseThis is because Xrobot wants
to cover every spot in your home and will try his hardest to overcome any obstacle!

Aslong as Xrobot does not stop with a Trouble Number on his display,allow him tofind
his ownway around your home and continue cleaning.Take note of the areas Xrobot
finds the most challenging, and if possible spread or adjust some of your furniture
accordingly,

2. How long should Xrobot's battery last?

The exact time depends on the type of the surface Xrobot is cleaning as well as
the age of the battery. Generally, the smoother the surface (hardwood ar tile for
example), the longer the battery will last. When fully charged,anew Xrobotusually
cleans betwean 45 to 90 minutes.

3. My Xrobot'sbattery never seems o charge fully Howdolknow that
it is full and ready to clean¥

When Xrobot chargesusingthewalladapter orcharging station the red bars flashon
his digital display. With no battery issues, ¥robotisfully charged within 4 hours, and
you will see the word *Ready” light up on his screen.

4. How often should | empty the dustbin?

Xrobot's dustbin has a 1L capacity— threetimes larger than most robotic vacuum
cleaners on the market today! This means you may not need to empty the dusthbin
immediately after every cleaning. Depending on the size of the room and the amount
of particles piled up, Xrobot can perform up to around sixcleanings before he fills his
dustbin. Simply remove the dustbin and check to see if emptying is necessary.

5. How often should | clean Xrobot's brushes?

Xrobot's brushes do a lotof the work picking up hair and larger debris, so it is
recommended that you clean the main and side brushes every 1 to 4 uses. If you
notice a thick covering of hair, dust, and debris on his brushes, remove and clean
them. Remember to clean the notches that hold Xrobot's brushes in place on his
interior, This assures they stay in good condition for a long time,

If Xrobot only charged foras hort amountoftime and does not start after using his ON/
OFF switch or his charging station, it's likely that his battery has drained too low to
operate. To recharge him, unplug the adapter that normally attaches to the charging
station and plug it directly into the inlet on Xrobot's side.Let Xrobot recharge fully this
way before using again. After this procedure, you will beable to charge Xrobot
manuallyor automatically using the docking station.If you place Xrobot on hischarging
station, always make sure to turn him ON first, to activate the charging plates on his
bottom.

If Xrobot is stationary andleft ON without cleaning orcharging,he will beep once every
five minutes to alert you that his battery is draining.

Xrobotwill find his
station more easily if it you place it near the perimeter of the room with plenty of
space in front of it, so that he may detect the station from afarIn order for Xrobot to
dock properly, be sure to place the charging staticn about 2 inches away from the
wall, facing outward on a flat surface like hardwood or tile flooring instead of carpet.
To facilitate Xrobot's work, find a spot for the charging station where Xrobot has a
higher chance of passing through.

If the main or side brushes are difficult to remowe, it is likely because hair, string, or
other debris have been caught in them and are clogging the areas where they attach
to Xrobot . You can use scissors to cut the hair wrapped around either brush,
until you are able to remove it. You may need to gently pull the main brush up or
down 1o reach the corners, bul do nol force the brushes out as this can damage
them.

10. Xrobot gets stuck under myf urniture or fravels over wires that tan-
gle up his brush. How can | stop him from going into these areas?
Xrobot always wants o sweep and cover allthe spaces he can find in your home.Be-
cause he's so eager, he may get into trouble once in a while, If he maneuvers snugly
under a piece of furniture, he may take longer than expected to get out. If there is
only one open entrance, Xrobot may need a few minutes to figure out how to escape
on his own.You will not have to assist him when this happens,urless Xrobot stops
cleaning completely and starts beeping.

Xrobot may begin cleaning on his owno nly if you enable the GO function or if he is
scheduled to clean. Firstlook at the display on Xrobot's charging station.If the small
icon of a broom with the word"GO"appears, Xrobot  is programmed to start working
immediately once he fully recharges.

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The circle spot function is best for cleaning a small area with a large amount of dirt
or dust. It is a great way to target a newly soiled area, such as one particular spill in
an otherwise clean area. The zigzag spot function (waffle track™) is also useful for
small spaces. It is very effective when mopping as its movernent pattern minimizes
streaking on tile or hardwood floors.
