- For controlling the sticks on transmitter, try not to push the sticks immediately any
extreme positions. It should be like steering a bicycle rather than pressing computer
game sficks.

- Forthe novice pilot (after the trimming procedure is completed), itis highly
recommended to focus exclusively on leaming to control the throttle stick first. If the

helicopter turns around by itself there is no need to keep it straight. For the first flight,

it is important to learn to keep the helicopter at a constant altitude of around 1 meter
with very gentle inputs on the throttle stick. Once the pilot masters this, he may start
learning to take control with the direction stick
