Batteries: : :

-The vehicle is powered by 1.2V rechargeable battery,

-The transmitter Is powered by 2 x 1.5V "AA” size alkaline balteries.
-The power charger is powered by 2 x 1.5V "AAA” size alkaline batteriss.

Battery Installation: Power charger

1. Use a phillips head screwdriver to loosen scréw In counter-clockwise (pic.1) ‘

2. Insert new “AAA size alkaling batteries with "+ & " slgns as shown, Close the jbattery cover using
a phillips head screwdriver, (pic.2}

Battery Charging: Vehicle

1. The vehicle slidas inthe recharging terminal of power charger.({:lc 3)
2. The recharging LED indicator(red) on the power charger will light up.
3. The recharging LED indicator light will go out in about 1 minute. .
4, The vehicle can be operated up to 3 minutes after about 1 minute of recharging.

Battery Installation: Transmitter
Make sure the power switch is on “OFF" position.
1. Use a phillips head screwdriver to loosen screw in counter-clockwise. (pic.4)

2. Insert new “AA” size alkaline batteries with “+" & “-" signs as shown inside the battery compartment.(pic.5)

3. Close the battery compartment cover use a phillips head screwdriver.

-Operate only on flat, smooth (but not slippery), dry surfaces and low pile carpet.
