Getting Started

Batteries:

-The Vehicle is powered by 1.2V rechargeable battery.

-The Transmitter is powered by 4 x 1.5V "AAA" size alkaline batteries.

-The Detachable Power Charger is powered by 2 x 1.5V "AA" size alkaline balteries.

Battery Installation: Detachable Power Charger
1. Use a phillips head(Cross-Head) screwdriver to loosen screw in counter-clockwise (pic.1)

2. Insert new “"AA” size alkaline batteries with “+" & "-" signs as shown. Close the battery cover using
a phillips head(Cross-Head) screwdriver. (pic.2)

Battery Charging: Vehicle

1. Slides the vehicle in the recharging terminal of the Detachable Power
Charger.(pic 3)
2. The recharging LED indicator(red light) on the Detachable Power
Charger will tight up.
. The recharging LED indicator light will go out in about 1 minute.
. The vehicle can be operated up to 3 minutes after about 1 minute of

Battery Installation: Transmitter

Driving Tips:

- The acceleration varies at different trigger position.

- Steering angle varies at different steering wheel position.
- The turning radius may vary at different position combination of trigger and steering wheet.

- Operate only on flat, smooth (but not stippery), dry surfaces and low pile carpet, as hair, carpet or ditt can

gffect the operation of the vehicle.
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- Don't drive your vehicle in sand or through water or snow, if your vehicle get wet, wipe with a towel and aliow

fo dry completely.

- YWhen your vehicle runs erraticaily, the problem is usually the result of interference caused by high tension
wires, radios or other R/C cars running close by on the same frequency as yours. You may have lo choosa

gn alternate place to race.

- Do not operate near concrete walls which may disturb transmission.
