Getting Started

Batteries:
“The Vehicle is powered by 1 x 1.5V "AA” size alkaline battery.
The Transmitter is powered by 4 x 1.5V "AAA” size alkaline batteries.

Battery Installation: X-Motors Vehicle

Make sure the power switch is on "OFF" position

1. Use a phillips head(Cross-Head) screwdriver to loosen screw in counter-clockwise (pic.1}

2. insert new “AA” size alkaline battery with "+* & "-" signs as shown. Close the baftery cover using
a philiips head{Cross-Head) screwdriver. {pic.2)

Driving your X-Motors Vehicle

1. Screw the antenna on Transmitter.

2. Set Transmitter power button "ON/OFF" to "ON” , the LED indicator will light up. Set vehicle power bution
"ON/OFF* 1o "ON".

3. Set transmitter and vehicie in the same channel (Note: The channel is shown with mark of A, B or C).

4. Steer the vehicie by adjusting the control levers of transmitter in different
combinations 1o perform different actions.

5. Pull or push the Transmitter trigger to control your vehicle 10 go forward
and backward.

&. Tum the steering wheei clockwise or counter clockwise ta control your
vehicle 10 run right or left.

7. You can tune the steering pin on totiom of the vehicle for better forward
straightness.(pic.5)

8. With Bumper assembied, you car: play it on X-Trek Tracks (sold separately).

Steering driving:

Driving Tips:

- Operate your vehicie only on flat, smooth (but not slippery) dry surface.

- The acceleration varies at different lever position. ~

- The tuming speed and radius may vary at different iever position combination.

- For the best result, hoid the antenna up, do not point down toward the vehicle.

- Don't touch {hokd) the antenna of ransmitter.

- Dontt drive your vehicle in sand or through water or snow, if your vehicle get wet, wipe with a towel and
allow to dry completely.

- When your vehicle runs erraticaily, the problem is usually the result of interference caused by high iension
wires, radios or other RIC cars running ciose by on the same frequency as yours. You may have {0 choose
an alternate place to race.

- Do not operate near conciete walls which may gisturb transmission.
