Driving your Motorbike :

1. Set motorbike ON/OFF switch to "ON".
2. Steer the motorbike by adjusting the levers of transmitter in different
combinations to perform different action.

Steering:
Left joystick Eght joystick Movement
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Driving Tips:

1. Don't touch (hold) the antenna of transmitter.

2. Operate only on flat, smooth (but not slippery), dry surfaces and low pile carpet. Hair, carpet or dirt can
affect the operation of the motorbike.

3. For best performance, hold the antenna up, do not point it down, towards the vehicle.

4. Don't drive your motorbike in sand or through water or snow, if your motorbike get wet, wipe with a
towel and allow to dry completely.

5. When your Motorbike runs erratically, the problem is usually the result of interference caused by high
tension wires, radios or other R/C toys running close by on the same frequency as yours. You may
have to choose an alternate place to race.

6. Do not operate near concrete walls which may disturb transmission.

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Getting Started

Batteries:
- The Motorbike is powered by 4 x 1.5 V “AA” size batteries.
- The Transmitter is powered by 1 x 9 V battery.

Battery Installation: Transmitter

1.Remove the battery compartment cover with a coin. (P 1)

2.Insert a new "9V" size battery with correct polarity, as shown inside battery compartment. (P 2)
3.Put the battery compartment cover back in position.

Battery Installation: Motorbike

Make sure the power switch is on “OFF” position.

1. Use a screwdriver to loosen screw on the battery case in anti-clockwise. (P 3)

2. Insert 4 “AA” size batteries with correct polarity, as shown inside battery compartment. (P 4)
3. Tighten the screw to close the battery compartment.
