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1.1 Installing USIM/SIM and MicroSD Card

Insert SIM and MicroSD card with the gold contacts facing down.

Note:

e  To remove the SIM and MicroSD card, push it down to eject it from the slot.

* Do not remove the USIM/SIM card while the device is turned on.Sudden removal
may cause data loss or unpredictable system hang up.

1.2 Charging Battery

1. Use the AC adapter (5V/1A) and USB cable provided by manufacturer to connect both phone
and power source or use USB cable to connect both phone and PC.

Note:

e Use original AC adapter and USB provided by manufacturer.

* Do not use AC adapter over 5V/1A

1.3 Start up your Device

1. Power on
Long Press the Power button to boot up phone

2. Power off
1. Long Press Power button.
2. Click power off. On screen and then OK to let phone to shut down.

1.4 Home Screen

1. Press Home and click to open Main Menu tab.

2. To close the tab, click Back.
Note:
*  Press and hold the application tab on the main menu, then drag it to the blank area
of the Home screen to create shortcut.
*  You can return to Home screen from any other screen by tapping the “Home”key.



1.5 Use your phone as USB Storage Device

To save files on your device

1 Connect your phone with USB cable.

2  Open Notification menu and click USB connected .
3 Click Turn on USB storage device and confirm it.
Note:
*  When USB storage device is turned on, some applications will be unavailable,
including camera, music player, etc.
* Toclose the USB mode, click Turn off USB device on the screen.

1.6 Making a voice Call

On Home screen, click

Note: To call a contact, tap the contact from the list.

*  When receive an incoming call, it will display the information of the incoming call
including the caller’s name, number, portrait, etc., and adopt the ring tone or
vibration according to your settings.

e If the caller’s number is not saved in the contacts, it would only display the number
and the default picture.

1.7 Contacts

To create new contacts

On Home screen click >Contacts.

According to the new contact icon, add contacts, choose new contact storage location.
Insert contact photo, name, number, address, e-mail, etc.
Click Done to save the contact or click Cancel choice Discard exit without saving.
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To import contacts
1. On Contacts screen, click Menu>Import/Export,select one option.
2. Please operate the one of the following:
*  To import a single contact, select the contact and click OK.
*  To import all contacts, select all contacts and click OK.
*  Ifyou import card from SD card, all contacts will be auto-imported.
Note: If there are too many contacts on your USIM card, it might take a while to load.

Search contact

1.  On Contacts screen, press Search.

2. Input the name of a contact on the search bar.All matching results will appear under the
search bar.



Note: After searching a contact, click the contact, then you can make a call with the
contact or send message to the contact and so on.

1.8 Sending a Message
