Wired FM M odulator

Pre-Installation Precaution

» Use Seat and Floor Protectorsto avoid damage to surfaces.

« If the vehicle is equipped with an Anti-theft radio the radio code must be written down prior to
disconnecting the battery cable. The code must be re-entered when the negative battery cable is
reinstalled.

Battery Disconnect

» Move seats forward and recline back slightly.

» Remove the Negative (-) battery terminal using 10 mm socket before starting any disassembly.
Remove Factory Headrests

» Remove driver side headrest while depressing release button, and repeat for passenger side.

» Disconnect elastic straps, and repeat for passenger side.
Install SLIMLINE Headrests Monitor A and Monitor B

* Insert wire puller into left hand hole of seat back and pull through to bottom, and feed cable #1 from
Monitor A down left hole in top of driver side seatback.

* Repeat the above steps for the right hole of seat back and cable #2.

* Insert headrest while pulling cable #1 and cable #2 down seat back.

* Repeat for passenger side and Monitor B.

Press this button to switch the repeat mode by “ALL”, “TITLE”, “CHAPTER” and cancel the repeat
mode while playing DV D-video.

When tuned to achannel, press the button to store or erase the channel from memory. The stored
channel numbers are displayed in green on the screen, and the non-stored channel numbers are in

31. AUDIO
Press this button. If the current disc has different language options, this now appears on the screen.
Press this button repeatedly until you have reached your desired language option.

View with a different camera angle (The button takes effect only on the DVD that supports frames
with multiple angles). Press this button repeatedly until you have reached your desired viewing angle.
33. GOTO
For the DVD, press this button can enter the menu to set the Title/Chapter/Audio/Subtitle/ Angle/
Title Time/Chapter Time/Repeat Mode/Time display mode while normal playing.
For the SVCD and VCD, press this button can enter the menu to set the
Track/Disc Time/Track Time/Repeat Mode/ Time display mode while normal playing.
34. DISPLAY
Show information on the screen including title, chapter/track, time elapsed, and time remaining,
or turn off the display.
35. PROGRAM
Edit a playback program containing desired titlesin the DVD or tracksin the CD-DA.
36. RANDOM
Play titles randomly.

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38. PBC (Video CD only)
Turn the PBC (Play Back Control) on or off.

39. ZOOM
Enlarge the picture in the movie by 2x, 3x, and 4x, or
Shrink the picture in the movie by 1/2x, 1/3x, and 1/4x.

40. NEXT
When a disc has more than one Chapter, Track, or File, you can move to another Chapter/Track/File.
Press the button briefly during play to select the next Chapter for DV D-video or Track/File for VCD,
SVCD, MP3, CD, etc.

41. PREV
When a disc has more than one Chapter, Track, or File, you can move to another Chapter/Track/File.
Press this button briefly during play to step back to the previous Chapter for DV D-video or Track/
File for VCD, SVCD, MP3, CD, etc.

Note:

The remote control incorporate an infrared sensor which relays signals from the remote control to be
controlled simply by pointing its remote control at the remote sensor eye. This provides control of
auxiliary equipment such as an video DVD player. The infrared sensor can relay signals from any
manufacturer’s remote control to its respective component connected to the AUX input, such asa
DVD player. In this case you must use the remote control supplied with the device.

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General Operating Instructions
Turning the Device ON or OFF

1. Pivot the screen downward until a comfortable viewing angle is reached.

2. Pressing the POWER button on the lower-left corner of the front panel or the remote control will
turn the device on or off. When in use, the controls will be lit.

3. After the device has been turned on and is displaying a picture, adjust the viewing angle by pivoting
the screen to optimize the picture quality.

4. Remember to turn the device off and pivot the LCD panel to the licked position when not in use.

Channé Tuning Setup (If TV mode is available)
In order to easily access all available TV channels, it may be necessary to perform channel auto-
programming whenever the vehicle’s geographic location has changed i.e. city to city, weak signal area.

1. Pressthe AUTO MEM ORY button on the remote control unit or the AUTO PROGRAM button on
the drop-down video unit. You will see the TV cycling through all its channels. The built-in
microprocessor will automatically note each channel that is actively broadcasting in your area.

2. (A) To tune only strong clear channels with the channel UP/DOWN buttons, press the SK 1P/
SEARCH buttons on the remote control unit until “SKIP MODE ON” is displayed on the bottom of
the screen. The TV will now tune only to strong active channels when the UP or DOWN buttons are
used on the monitor or remote control.

3. (B) To tune weak or marginal channels with the channel UP/DOWN buttons, press the SK1P/
the screen. Tune to the desired channel using the UP or DOWN buttons or go directly to the channel
by using the 0-9 buttons on the remote control.

4. To erase a channel, pressthe ERASE/WRITE buttons on the remote control unit until “MANUAL
MEMORY XX ERASE” is displayed on screen. To store a channel, press the buttons until the
“MANUAL MEMORY XX ADD” is displayed on screen.

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DVD Basic

To get the most use out of each DV D, make sure you read this section completely.
Regional Coding
Both the DVD player and disc are coded by region. These regional codes must match in order for the
disc to play. If the codes do not match, the disc will not play. The system’s code may be region 1. Other
regional may not be played in this system.
Type of Discsyour DVD will Play
DVD-Video: DVD contains video.
CD-DA: CD contains musical or sound content only.
CD-Video: CD contains movie only.
CD-R/RW: A disc that contains audio files (for example, a CD-R with downloaded MP3 files), MPEG,
or JPEG files.
L oading and Playing Discs
Before you load a disc, make sure that it is compatible with the player. Note that the following discs
CANNOT be used with this player:
Optical disc- CD-1, CD-ROM, and DVD-ROM
Mini disc- CDG (audio only, not graphics)
To Load and Play a Disc
When you press the POWER button the system on and in DVD mode. Put the disc’s printed-side facing
rear of vehicle into the disc compartment about halfway into the dot. The disc will loaded automatically
and begin to play .
(Some discs may start at the root menu, where play must be selected to start movie.)
Depending on the disk and playback location on the disc, the icon &) may be displayed in the upper-left
corner of the screen indicating that ill playback is not possible.
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Notes on Discs
» To keep adisc clean, do not touch its surface. Handle the disc by its edge.
» Keep your discs in their cases or disc magazines when not in use. Also, do not subject disc to heat/high
temperature. Avoid leaving them in a parked vehicle or on a dashboard/rear tray.
* Do not attach labels, or use discs with sticky ink/residue. Such discs may stop spinning when used,
causing a malfunction, or may ruin the disc.

* Do not use any discs with labels or stickers attached. The following malfunctions may result from

using such discs.

- Inability to gect adisc (dueto alabel or sticker peeling off and jamming the g ect mechanism).

- Inability to read audio data correctly (e.g., playback skipping, or no playback) due to heat shrinking
of a sticker or label causing a disc to warp.

» Before playing, clean the discs with acommercially available
cleaning cloth. Wipe each disc from the centre out. Do not use
solvents such as benzine, thinner, commercially available
cleaners, or antistatic spray intended for analogue discs.

» Use only normal, round disk. If you insert irregular, non-round,
shaped discs they may jam in the DVD player or not play

properly.

(2) Pressthe: or [: buttons to select the desired page on screen, choose functions or change settings.

To Cancel using the Setup Display
Press the SETUP button on the remote control.
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General Setup Page
Setting the Language for On-Screen Display
Press the SETUP button on the remote control, usethe <[> buttons to navigating to General Setup
Page, then use the .~ buttons to select OSD Lang sub-menu.
OSD (On Screen Display) Language M enu
The OSD Lang sub-menu allows the user to select the language for the on-screen display. Pressthe [+
button and then use the *.-.. buttons on the remote control to select the desired language. The user can
select either English, French, or Spanish for the OSD language.
Setting for Display
Press the SET UP button on the remote control, use < [+ buttons navigating to General Setup Page, and
then use the".~ button to select TV Display sub-menu. The setup allows you to adjust the screen setting
(aspect ratio). Pressthe [ and then use the buttons- . to select the appropriate setting. The options
are asfollows:
Normal/PS (Pan and Scan)
This displays the wide picture on the screen with a portion of the
left and right sides removed.
Normal/LB (Letter-Box)
This displays the wide picture with black bands on the upper
and lower portions of the screen.
Wide (16:9)
This option is choose if the LCD panel is of wide screen.
Then press the ENTER button on the remote control to
confirm the screen.
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Preference Page
Default Setting
