Capabilities

Wireless access to the Internet for any device with an
Ethernet connector

The 5GHz Wireless LAN Converter PCWA-DESO (hereafter referred to as the Wireless LAN
Converter) is designed to enable a device such as a desktop computer or printer equipped with an
Ethernet connector to become part of awireless network.

¢ Only use an Ethernet cable to connect the Wireless LAN Converter to the Ethernet connector of the device.

* TheWirelessLAN Converter does not function as an Access Point.

 For setup of the Wireless LAN Converter, acomputer running Windows 98 SE, Windows Me, Windows 2000, or
Windows XP is required.

* Only one device can be connected to the Wireless LAN Converter. It cannot be connected to a hub.

The Wireless LAN Converter alows also computers equipped with the Wireless LAN Converter to communicate directly
when using the Peer to Peer Network connection mode, without using a Wireless LAN Access Point.

Make sure that power to the 5GHz Wireless LAN Access Point to be used is turned on. Also check the
Network Name (SSID) and Encryption (WEP) key settings of the Access Point.

Adjust firewall settings of the computer

If you are using the Windows X P Internet Connection Firewall or a personal firewall function provided
by virus scanning software, it may be necessary to adjust the security level setting. For details, see
below.

Note

Computer Firewall Functions

When using Windows XP’s “Internet Connection Firewall”

Enabling the Windows XP “Internet Connection Firewall” may prevent you from being able to
access your computer through wireless communication. (This function isinactive under Windows
XP default settings.) Because of this function, you may not be able to connect to your network
when you change your Wireless LAN Converter and/or Access Point settings. If this happens,
deactivate the “Internet Connection Firewall” function, connect to the network, and then
reactivate the function. For details, refer to Windows XP Help.

Network security is an important issue. Y ou are urged to consider carefully how best to protect your computer.

When using a personal firewall function provided by virus
scanning or network security software

Virus scanning and network security software sometimes includes a function called a“personal
firewall” that is designed to prevent illegal access by outside entities. Depending on the software,
the security level of this function may beinitially set to ahigh level. If this high security level
setting isleft in effect, it may be impossible for an outside entity to access your computer. This
can cause problems such as not being able to connect to the network when changing the Wireless
LAN Converter or Access Point’s settings. In this event, lower the security level in order to
permit the network connection. For details, refer to the manuals provided with your software.

1 Insert the supplied CD-ROM into the computer to which the Wireless
LAN Converter is connected.

2 For computers running Windows 98 SE, Windows Me, or Windows 2000,
double-click the “My Computer” icon on the Desktop.
For computers running Windows XP, click “ Start” and select “My Computer”.

3 In “My Computer”, click the CD-ROM drive icon and then double-click the
“PCWA-DE50” folder.

4  Double-click “Setup.exe”.
The installation program starts. Follow the on-screen instructions and install the utility software.

The number of characters for
the key string depends on this setting.

Enter WEP Key . Enter acharacter string to be used as Encryption (WEP) key. The length
of the string must match the encryption key length setting.
For verification, the string must be entered once more in the “Re Enter
WEP Key” field.

‘Q Hints

Encryption of wireless communications data (as selected by “Encryption (WEP)”) is used in order to prevent
unauthorized access by athird party. The Encryption (WEP) key becomes the password necessary to participate in
anetwork using data encryption.

Reconfigure the Wireless LAN Converter

When Access Point settings have been changed, the connection will be lost. Y ou need to reconfigure
the Wireless LAN Converter with the Network Name (SSID) and Encryption (WEP) key settings that
were chosen for the Access Point.

If the computer used for setup is the same as the computer for
which wireless communication is to be enabled, the installation is
now completed.

* Install the Wireless LAN Converter on a stable surface.
* Do not install the Wireless LAN Converter on ashelf or other place where jarring or vibration might cause it to fall.

* Do not install the Wireless LAN Converter in any location where passers-by might accidentally comein contact with the
Wireless LAN Converter or its cabling.
* Wheninstalling the Wireless LAN Converter, be sure to refer to the Read This First supplement.

Mounting the unit on a wall
1 Slide the rear cover of the Wireless Unit in the arrow direction.

Be cautious when removing or attaching the cover of the Wireless Unit.

To attach the rear cover, align therails on the rear of the Wireless Unit with the
grooves on the cover, and slide the cover upwards.

2 Using screws or nails, mount the unit onto the wall.

Use sturdy screws or nailsto
properly support the weight of the Wireless LAN Converter.

» Always use two screws or nails and make sure that the unit is securely set on the wall.

» Select alocation that will hold the weight of the unit when mounting it on the wall. If the location cannot hold the weight
of the unit, it may drop and cause an accident.

* When mounting the Wireless Unit on walls made of plasterboard or other fragile material, make sure that the material is
strong enough to support the unit’s weight and use specia screw fasteners or other fixtures that are designed for use with
that material. If the unit is fastened with ordinary screws, thereis a danger that it may fall.

* When mounting the unit on the wall, be careful not to drop the unit or the tools used for doing the work. Dropping the
unit or tools could result in unforeseeable accidents.

Reset to Factory Defaults

1 Turn on the power of the Wireless LAN Converter.

2 Press the reset switch on the bottom of the Wireless Unit with the end of
a paper clip or a similar object for at least one second.

3 When the status indicator flashes, release the reset switch.
The Wireless LAN Converter restarts automatically, and all settings revert to the factory defaults.
