The SIM (Subscriber 1dentity Module) card, which you get
from your network operator, contains information about your
subscription and phonebook. Always turn off the phone and
detach the charger before you insert or remove a SIM card.

@':- If you have been using a SIM card in another phone,
make sure that your information is saved to the SM
card before you remove it from the other phone.

Insert the SIM card. Make sure the SIM card is placed
under the silvery holders.

Place the battery on the back of the phone with the label
side up and the connectors facing each other.

Place the battery cover as shown in the picture and slide
itinto place.

Connect the charger to the phone at the flash symbol.
The flash symbol on the charger plug must face upwards.
It may take up to 30 minutes before the battery icon
appears on the screen.

Wait approximately 4 hours or until the battery icon
indicates that the battery is fully charged. If you do not
see the battery icon after thistime, press any key to
activate the screen.
